· Writing Her Story:  Inspirational Hoosier Women:  Women in Indiana quietly do extraordinary things every day.  Writing Her Story celebrates these accomplishments and sheds light on the resilience and strength of Hoosier women.  This series of articles will showcase the women who have helped move Indiana women forward and who inspire others to do great things in their own lives.

Research and Reports

· Women in the Indiana General Assembly (2008 and 2010):  These reports review the number and political distribution of women legislators in the General Assembly. 
· Women Business Owners in Indiana and Women Business Owners in the Great Lakes Region:  Published in December 2010 as a collaborative effort with women’s commissions in Michigan, Minnesota, Ohio, and Wisconsin, these fact sheets use data compiled and released from the U.S. Census Bureau’s 2007 Survey of Business Owners released in July 2010.  
· Mothers in Transition is a qualitative research project to be released in November 2011 focusing on women living the transition into single-motherhood in three areas: 1) Economic Development; 2) Physical Health; and 3) Psychological Wellness. 
· Hoosier Women Lead 2011 to be released at the end of the year will expand on the bi-annual Women in the Indiana General Assembly and provide a benchmark of women’s status in elected positions at all levels of government in Indiana.
