Central Indiana Air Quality Advisory Group

Purposes of the group:

· Serve as a forum to inform local officials, citizens, businesses and others about: 
· New air quality standards, including the health benefits and potential community impacts
· Modeling and Meteorology analyses
· State Implementation Plan (SIP) development and the steps that may be needed to reduce emissions and bring any area back into compliance of the standard

· Other Office of Air Quality (OAQ) projects

· Engage necessary parties (local officials, community and business leaders) in devising and providing recommendations concerning air quality in Central Indiana.

· Build support among partners within the Central Indiana community for air quality education, outreach, and voluntary emission reduction initiatives.

· Provide a forum for members of the group to provide updates, news or information to partners within the Central Indiana community.
· Provide a forum to identify any additional regulatory or voluntary controls that may need to occur to meet air quality standards.

· Give stakeholders a chance to provide recommendations concerning SIP development.

How often should the group meet?

It has been suggested that the group meet quarterly.  This will help keep the meetings substantive but often enough that people will stay engaged.  Should the group meet more often or less often than that?  The next meeting will be planned for sometime in April 2009. IDEM feels that meetings should be limited to two hours in order to maintain focus and retain participation to meeting end.
What day/time works best for the majority of the group?

Previously the group has met on the third Friday of the month during the afternoon.  Is there a better day/time the group would like to meet?
Where should the meetings take place?

Previously the group has met at the Indiana Government Center.  Are there any suggestions for other places to hold a meeting?  Would any member of the group be willing to host a meeting?  Convenient parking and a central location should be considered.
