Central Indiana program that works to educate area residents about air pollution. The program also encourages voluntary actions that will improve air quality at home, at work and at play. 
Central Indiana Clean Air Partnership (http://www.indycicap.org/)
Developed to give businesses an active role in promoting local air quality.  Commitments are voluntary measures that include activities linked to Knozone Air Quality Action Days, the Knozone Program, business fleet initiatives, business employee commuting initiatives, and business energy/fuel savings.
