All interested persons are invited and will be given reasonable opportunity to express their views concerning the proposed revision to the SIP.

The purpose of this notice is to solicit public comment on a proposed revision to the SIP that is accomplished by Commissioner’s Order No. 2008-02 for IPL and U.S. EPA’s approval of the issued Commissioner’s Order. The Commissioner’s Order allows IPL to operate a particulate matter continuous emissions monitor system (PM CEMS) in place of a continuous opacity monitor system (COMS) on Unit 7 at the Harding Street Generating Station pursuant to the alternative monitoring requirements in 326 IAC 3-5-1(c)(2)(A).  The discontinuation of the COMS will be initiated once the PM CEMS has been successfully certified by IDEM.  This Commissioner’s Order will be submitted to the U.S. EPA for approval as a revision to the SIP.
