HAZARDOUS WASTE NOTIFIER LIST KEY


PURPOSE 

· Any installation that handles RCRA hazardous waste must submit a notification to the state and obtain an ID number.  

· Hazardous waste identification numbers are assigned to the physical location of a handler. 

· The lists show the most recent  information submitted to the state by the handler.

· The lists display every ID number that has ever been issued.  Many of these handlers may now be out of business or may no longer handle hazardous waste.
