ADDENDUM 4

The Indiana Career Council has offered the following information to supplement the responses posted on June 30, 2014.

Regarding cross-record/universal identifiers
The RFP Committee will accept proposals that use a master index hub of records to create and manage the longitudinal unique identifiers.  We are aware of other states who have used Bureau/Department of Motor Vehicles to match records.  De-duplication of records is expected as a part of the automated matching process.

Regarding Ad Hoc Matching Requests
The RFP will accept solutions that are not web-based; however, vendors are encouraged to be mindful that sometimes data outside of IWIS/INK are matched with data that are in IWIS/INK (i.e., data at a source agency that needs to be matched with IWIS/INK data for analysis).  Thus, the proposed solution must facilitate that process.  Usually one or two people from each agency involved will participate, depending on the size and complexity of the request.

Regarding Personally Identifiable Information (PII)
Personally Identifiable Information will not be stored post-matching.  The proposed solution must eliminate any PII as a component of the matching process.  The current system uses a dynamic process in the assignment of IDs, but the RFP Committee would like to see other options that the vendor might propose.

Regarding Scalability/Adding New Source Agencies
The RFP Committee has confirmed that the system will be a true P-20-Workforce model; the Family and Social Services Administration (FSSA) will be adding pre-kindergarten data for the first time.  The proposed solution must include FSSA as an inaugural partner with the Indiana Department of Education (IDOE), Commission for Higher Education (CHE), and Department of Workforce Development (DWD).  Since scalability was required from the outset of this project, no extension is anticipated of the proposal due dates.
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
