Since the locations to be visited are secure correctional facilities, all visitors must meet the following requirements:
Visitors must provide the IDOA with the facility or facilities they intend to visit, their name, date of birth, and company represented at least three days prior to the visit.
Due to security issues, cell phones and recording devices are not permitted in the facilities and must be secured in the car.  No guns, weapons, alcohol, drugs, tobacco products, or cigarette lighters are permitted on state facility grounds, or in the facility. Visitors should have less than $20.00 in cash or change on their person when entering the facility and may be subject to a frisk search.   Cameras will be allowed for photographs of infrastructure and equipment only.  
Visitors should not give to, or accept anything from, any offender while on grounds as this may be a violation of State law.   Instructions for entering the facility will be given at the time you register to attend.  Visitors must bring a list of all equipment and tools they will be bringing into the facility for each visit.

The IDOC Food Service Director or his designee will be available to show visitors around.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]At the site visits, potential respondents may ask questions; however, please note that answers to questions asked of IDOC staff during these visits are not binding on the RFP unless the question has been submitted in writing to the IDOA and subsequently answered in writing by the IDOA.  Also, no information provided at the site visit, unless it is later issued in writing, is binding on the State.  Respondents are encouraged to put their questions in writing after the site visit during the questions and answer period of this RFP.
