Grants to Expand Substance Abuse Treatment Capacity in Adult Treatment Drug Courts

This Request for Information (RFI) is issued solely for information and planning purposes only, and does not constitute a solicitation. Responses to the RFI will not be returned.  Responses to this RFI are not an offer and cannot be accepted by the State to form a binding contract.  The State of Indiana or the Division of Mental Health and Addiction (DMHA) is not liable for any cost incurred by the vendor in response to this RFI.

PURPOSE OF THE REQUEST FOR INFORMATION
The purpose of this RFI is to gain knowledge for the development of Indiana’s Adult Drug Treatment Courts. The information provided will be used to expand and/or enhance substance use disorder treatment services in existing adult problem solving courts, which use the treatment drug court model in order to provide alcohol and drug treatment (including recovery support services, screening, assessment, case management, and program coordination) to defendants/offenders.
The information provided in the responses to this RFI may also be used to assist in the development of a Request for Funding (RFF) at a later date.  There will not be a contract resulting directly from the RFI; however, the State may elect to limit participation to vendors that respond to the RFI, if and when the State releases a RFF.  
DMHA may choose to work with one of the RFI applicants to pursue a Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) titled, “Grant to Expand Substance Abuse Treatment Capacity in Adult Treatment Drug Courts and Adult Healing Tribal Wellness Courts.” 

DMHA is interested in learning about all types of solutions available in the marketplace. Respondents should provide complete details about their program(s) in order for DMHA to gain a clear understanding of the solution being proposed. 
DMHA may request in-person demonstrations from Respondents of this RFI for the purpose of collecting additional information and/or receiving clarification on proposal details.  Invitations may be extended to some or all Respondents of this RFI subsequent to the receipt of responses.  The demonstrations will be conducted at the Indiana Government Center in Indianapolis, Indiana at a date to be determined after review of the submissions. 
BACKGROUND/CURRENT OPERATIONS

DMHA seeks to gather information to guide supporting efforts for Indiana providers in implementing evidence based services focused on addressing gaps in the continuum of treatment for individuals in these courts who have substance use disorders or co-occurring substance use and mental disorder (COD) treatment needs. This program will help reduce the pervasive, harmful, and costly health impact of violence and trauma by integrating trauma-informed approaches throughout health, behavioral health, and related systems and addressing the behavioral health needs of people involved in or at risk of involvement in the criminal justice systems.  By providing needed treatment and recovery services, this program is intended to reduce the health and social costs of substance use disorders to the public, and increase the safety of Indiana’s citizens by reducing substance use-related crime and violence.  Additional anticipated outcomes include:  increased number of individuals served, increased abstinence from substance use, increased employment rates, decreased recidivism rates, increased housing stability, decreased criminal justice involvement, improved individual and family functioning and well-being, increased social connectedness, and decreased risky behaviors in Indiana. For the purpose of this RFI, respondents should only provide solutions for the Indiana adult population, specifically ages 18 and older.
SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS DMHA asks that all Respondents provide adequate details about their knowledge of and strategies for Treatment Drug Court programs for the following questions:
1. If you could implement a new program or expand upon an already existing program related to Treatment Drug Courts in Indiana, what would you implement?

2. Identify your population(s) of focus.  Provide a comprehensive demographic profile of this population in your local area in terms of race, ethnicity, federally recognized tribe (if applicable), language, sex, gender identity, sexual orientation, age, and socioeconomic status.
3. Describe the nature of the problem in your area, including service gaps.

4. If you plan to use grant funds for infrastructure development, describe the infrastructure changes you plan to implement and how they will enhance/improve access, service use, and outcomes for the population of focus.  If you do not plan to use grant funds for infrastructure development, indicate so in your response.

5. Describe the Evidence-Based Practice(s) (EBPs) that you use.  Explain how your choice of an EBP or practice helps you address disparities in service access, use and outcomes for your population(s) of focus.

6. What programs or services for addressing the impact of violence and trauma does your agency believe to be the most effective in order to reduce violence, stigma, and trauma? 
7. Describe how you screen and assess clients for the presence of co-occurring mental and substance use disorders and use the information obtained from the screening and assessment to develop appropriate treatment approaches for the persons identified as having such co-occurring disorders.

8. Discuss the capability and experience of the organization with similar projects and populations.  

9. Describe how your staff elicits the input of people in recovery in assessing, planning, and implementing your programs.
10. Describe how you provide testing and treatment for all clients testing positive for viral hepatitis (B or C) and/or HIV.  Specify whether these services are provided on- or off-site.  

11. Is there anything additional you would like to add about developing/enhancing Treatment Drug Courts in Indiana?
