CHILD CARE DEVELOPMENT FUND (CCDF) 
AGREEMENT CENTERS PROVIDER AGREEMENT

This Provider Agreement is entered into by and between the Indiana Family and Social Services Administration, Office of Early Childhood and Out of School Learning, 
(here in after referred to as “State” and __.    ______          (hereinafter referred to as “CCDF Agreement Center”).

A. Purpose of Agreement:  The purpose of this Agreement is to enable the CCDF Agreement Center to provide developmentally appropriate high quality early care and education and related services for eligible families in the State of Indiana.    Attachment A, as attached, is incorporated by reference into this agreement.  Funding to the CCDF Agreement Center is limited to the amount referenced on Attachment A.
B. Definition of CCDF Agreement Center Services:  The CCDF Agreement Center has represented to State the ability to provide specific service(s) as defined in federal and state regulations, certifying that the CCDF Agreement Center meets all current state credentialing and/or licensure requirements established as of the effective date of this agreement.

C. Agreement Effective Dates:  This agreement shall become effective on September 25, 2016 and remain in effect through September 24, 2018 with three (3) one-year renewals for a total of five (5) years at the State’s option.  
D. Indemnification:  The CCDF Agreement Center shall assume responsibility and liability for any damage or loss, of any kind or nature whatsoever to any person or property, caused by or resulting from any error or omission of the CCDF Agreement Center, or negligent act of the CCDF Agreement Center, arising from the performance of the services as contained in the Agreement.  The CCDF Agreement Center shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless State, or its agent, from and against any and all claims, loss, damage, charge, or expense to which they or any of them may be subjected by reason of any such loss or damage.  The CCDF Agreement Center agrees to cooperate with State or its agent in defense of any claims brought or actions filed against State or its agent where such claims or actions involve, in whole or in part, the subject of the indemnity contained herein, whether such claims or actions are rightfully or wrongfully brought or filed.
E. By execution of this Agreement, the undersigned entity (CCDF Agreement Center) requests enrollment as a provider of services to State for children enrolled in the CCDF voucher program, and as a condition, the provider agrees to:
1. CCDF Agreement Center shall meet all responsibilities and requirements listed in Attachment C – Scope of Work. The responsibilities and requirements listed in Attachment C – Scope of Work shall be incorporated herein into this agreement.


2. CCDF Agreement Center shall refer potential program participants to the State’s CCDF Intake Agent to determine program eligibility.  Eligible program participants will receive vouchers issued through the CCDF Intake Agent for use in the CCDF Agreement Centers child care center. Participants will be dually enrolled in the Early Head Start- Child Care Partnership Grant program.
3. CCDF Agreement Center shall adhere to any new automated or manual reporting requests.  Center’s failure to comply with this provision may result in the CCDF Agreement Center being excluded from future funding opportunities with the State and may result in termination.

4. CCDF Agreement Center understands that the eligibility of individuals to be provided services through this agreement is based upon the CCDF Intake Agent determining the eligibility of program participants based on income guidelines established by the State.  The CCDF Agreement Center will be responsible for referring families to the CCDF Intake Agent for enrollment in CCDF program.  
5. CCDF Agreement Center shall provide care for the entire Agreement period for approved program participants enrolled for child care with the CCDF Agreement Center unless the program participant should become ineligible during the Agreement period. Failure to do so may result in termination of this Agreement.

6. Child Care payments will be made to the CCDF Agreement Center based on actual charge for care not to exceed the established county CCDF child care reimbursement rates.  Payments for the childcare provided by the CCDF Agreement Center to approved program participants shall be made to the CCDF Agreement Center through the Hoosier Works for Child Care voucher system.  Payments to the CCDF Agreement Center shall be limited to the amounts referenced above in “Section A”.  CCDF Agreement Center shall provide services in the geographic area approved by State.
7. CCDF Agreement Center agrees to comply with all statements, assurances and provisions set forth in any proposal, program narrative, plan, budget, or other document submitted by the CCDF Agreement Center and approved by State for the purpose of obtaining funding through this agreement.

8. This agreement is subject to all applicable federal, state and local statutes, ordinances, rules, regulations, administrative procedures, guides, manuals, program rules and definitions including, but not limited to, 42 U.S.C. § 1397 et seq.; 45 C.F.R. Part 96; 42 U.S.C. § 9858 et seq.; 45 C.F.R. Parts 98 and 99; Indiana Code § 12-13-10-1 et seq; 470 IAC 13-1-1 et seq.
9. CCDF Agreement Center shall maintain child care license status during the term of this agreement.  Child care provided pursuant to this agreement shall only be provided at a facility with a child care license obtained through the State.  A license revocation action against a CCDF Agreement Center during the term of this agreement may result in termination of this agreement.  A second license suspension or a secondary probationary license received by a CCDF Agreement Center during the term of this agreement may result in termination of this agreement.
10. CCDF Agreement Center shall maintain compliance with the CCDF Provider Eligibility Standards (PES) for eligibility to receive CCDF reimbursement during the term of this agreement.  Failure to maintain compliance with the CCDF Provider Eligibility Standards (PES) may result in termination of this agreement.
11. CCDF Agreement Center shall be enrolled in Indiana’s Path’s to Quality (PTQ) as a Level 4 provider. Failure to maintain enrollment in Path’s to Quality (PTQ) and status as a Level 4 provider may result in termination of the agreement.

12. CCDF Agreement Center shall attend all State mandated trainings unless specifically excused by State.  Failure to attend all State mandated trainings may result in termination of this agreement.
13. CCDF Agreement Center shall have Internet capability for the transfer of CCDF referrals and reporting data to State.

14. All material relating to the electronic Automation Intake System (AIS) remains the property of the State.  The CCDF Agreement Center may not copy or reproduce the Automated Intake System (AIS) or use it for any other purpose except those expressed in this agreement.  

15. CCDF Agreement Center must be rated at the highest level of Indiana’s Paths to QUALITY ™. If a CCDF Agreement Center loses this highest rating level the State may allow a grace period to obtain the necessary rating level. 
16. The CCDF Agreement Center shall participate in the federal Early Head Start- Child Care Partnership (EHS_CC) grant and shall meet all requirements of the grant. Children served by the funding awarded through this Agreement must also be recipients of the Early Head Start services included in the EHS-CC partnerships. 
17. The CCDF Agreement Center shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and ordinances, and all provisions required thereby to be included herein are hereby incorporated by reference.  The enactment of any state or federal statute or the promulgation of regulations there under after execution of this agreement shall be reviewed by the State and the CCDF Agreement Center to determine whether the provisions of the Agreement require formal modification.
18. The CCDF Agreement Center shall abide by all ethical requirements that apply to persons who have business relationship with the State, as set forth in Indiana Code § 4-2-6 et seq., the regulations promulgated there under, and Executive Order 04-08, dated April 27, 2004.  If the CCDF Agreement Center is not familiar with these ethical requirements, the CCDF Agreement Center should refer any questions to the Indiana State Ethics Commission website at http://www.in.gov/ethics.  If the CCDF Agreement Center violates any applicable ethical standards, the State may, in its sole discretion, terminate this Agreement immediately upon notice to the CCDF Agreement Center.  In addition, the CCDF Agreement Center may be subject to penalties under Indiana Code § 4-2-6-12.
19. The parties agree that due to the uncertain availability of state and/or federally allocated funds specified may be unilaterally decreased by State immediately upon the CCDF Agreement Center’s receipt of written notice.  Notice shall be delivered to the CCDF Agreement Center’s at the address specified by registered or certified mail.

20. State may conduct periodic reviews of the utilization of funds provided by State pursuant to this agreement.  After such a review, State may decide to reduce or redistribute the funding available to the CCDF Agreement Center.  State shall give ten (10) days notice of its decision to reduce or redistribute the funding.  
21. The parties agree that all information, including but not limited to client information, received by the CCDF Agreement Center in administering the terms and provisions of this agreement shall be received and maintained in a confidential manner commensurate with the conditions set forth in this agreement and the requirements of all applicable state or federal laws and regulations.
The parties acknowledge that the services to be performed by the CCDF Agreement Center for the State under this contract may require or allow access to data, materials, and information containing Social Security numbers maintained by the State in its computer system or other records.  In addition to the covenant made above in this section and pursuant to 10 IAC 5-3-1(4), the CCDF Agreement Center and the State agree to comply with the provisions of IC 4-1-10 and IC 4-1-11.  If any Social Security number(s) is/are disclosed by the CCDF Agreement Center, agrees to pay the cost of the notice of disclosure of a breach of the security of the system in addition to any other claims and expenses for which it is liable under the terms of this contract.

22. The CCDF Agreement Center agrees to be in compliance with the Drug-Free Workplace Act of 1988 (34 C.F.R. Part 85, Subpart F) and Debarment and Suspension (34 C.F.R. Part 85)
23. The CCDF Agreement Center shall serve infants and toddlers.
24. The CCDF Agreement Center shall administer the Indiana Standards Tool for Alternate Reporting of Kindergarten Readiness (ISTAR-KR) for children that are being served in their childcare.

25. The CCDF Agreement Center shall have policies and procedures in place for active family engagement and be able to demonstrate activities that promote family involvement in their childcare.

26. CCDF Agreement Center certifies that it will comply with applicable provisions of the Pro-Children Act of 1994 (20 U.S.C. § 6081 et. Saq. ), require that smoking may not be permitted in any portion of any indoor facility owned, leased, or contracted for by the CCDF Agreement Center and which is used routinely or regularly for the provision of health, day care, education, or library services to children under the age of eighteen (18) years if the services are funded by federal programs either directly through states or local governments by federal grant, Agreement, loan, or loan guarantee.
F. The CCDF Agreement Center agrees to the following conditions:

1. To immediately notify State of any personnel changes, a change of address, email address, or a change in the status of ownership of the undersigned entity.

2.
Notwithstanding any other provisions of this agreement, the parties acknowledge that this agreement is subject to modification by mutual agreement of the parties.  Such modifications, if any, shall be set forth in writing and shall become a part of this agreement.  Such modifications shall also be subject to review upon any subsequent renewal of this agreement.  However, nothing in this agreement shall be construed as a commitment to execute future agreements with the CCDF Agreement Center or to extend this agreement in any way.

3.
This agreement may be terminated by the CCDF Agreement Center with a thirty (30) day advance written notice to the State.
4. This agreement may be terminated, in whole or in part, by the State whenever, for any reason, the State determines that such termination is in the best interest of the State.  Termination of services shall be affected by delivery to the CCDF Agreement Center of a Termination Notice at least thirty (30) days prior to the termination effective date.
5. The CCDF Agreement Center shall secure and keep in force the term of this Agreement, the following insurance coverage, covering the CCDF Agreement Center for any and all claims of any nature which may in any manner arise out of or a result from Agreement performance in this Agreement:
a) The CCDF Agreement Center agrees to provide commercial general liability insurance, including contractual coverage, with the minimum liability limits of $300,000 per occurrence.  The CCDF Agreement Center shall also secure insurance in amounts sufficient to reimburse the CCDF Agreement Center for damage to any property purchased with state or federal funds.  State may at its discretion require the CCDF Agreement Center to furnish additional or different insurance coverage.

b) The CCDF Agreement Center shall provide proof of such insurance coverage by tendering to the undersigned State representative a certificate of insurance prior to the commencement of the Agreement and proof of Workers compensation coverage meeting all statutory requirements of IC 22-3-2.  In addition, proof of an “all states endorsement” covering claims occurring outside the State is required if any of the services provided under this Agreement involve work outside of Indiana.
6. The CCDF Agreement Center’s insurance coverage must meet the following additional requirements:

a) The insurer must have a certificate of authority issued by the Indiana Department of Insurance.

b) Any deductible or self-insured retention amount or other similar obligation under the insurance policies shall be the sole obligation of the CCDF Agreement Center.

c) The State will be defended, indemnified and held harmless to the full extent of any coverage actually secured by the CCDF Agreement Center in excess of the minimum requirements set forth above.  The duty to indemnify the State under this Agreement shall not be limited by the insurance required in this Agreement.

d) The insurance required in the Agreement, through a policy or endorsement(s), shall include a provision that the policy and endorsements may not be cancelled or modified without thirty (30) days prior written notice to the undersigned State agency.

7. For any approved subcontract entered into by the CCDF Agreement Center pursuant to this agreement, the CCDF Agreement Center shall enter into written agreements requiring the subcontractor to comply with the provisions set forth in this agreement.  The CCDF Agreement Center shall remain responsible to State for the performance of a subcontract and the CCDF Agreement Center shall be responsible for ensuring the proper expenditure of all funds received through this agreement by its subcontractor.

8. The parties agree that State and the United States Government shall have the right to enter the premises of the CCDF Agreement Center or any subcontractor and inspect or audit any records and property maintained by the CCDF Agreement Center or its subcontractor in connection with this agreement.  The CCDF Agreement Center and its subcontractor shall make all books, records, and documents that relate to their activities under this agreement available for inspection, review, and audit when requested by authorized representatives of the State of Indiana or the United States Government.

9. The CCDF Agreement Center shall ensure the cooperation of its employees, officers, board members, and subcontractor in any review, audit, or inspection conducted by authorized representatives of the State of Indiana or the United States Government.
10. The CCDF Agreement Center agrees that State has the right to make recommendations and findings in connection with any program or fiscal audit of the CCDF Agreement Center’s operations related to this agreement, and the CCDF Agreement Center agrees to comply with any corrective actions specified by State, within the time limits established by State.

11. Following any State monitoring visit to the CCDF Agreement Center, the State will provide a written report to the CCDF Agreement Center.  State’s report may contain observations, evaluations, suggestions and/or specific directions for corrective action by the CCDF Agreement Center.  In the event that specific corrective action is required, the CCDF Agreement Center shall have Forty-Five (45) days from the receipt of the directions to comply, unless a different time period for correction is specified by State.  A failure of the CCDF Agreement Center to comply with State’s specific directions will be treated as a breach of this agreement.  In the case of dispute, State and the CCDF Agreement Center will meet at the earliest convenience to resolve the issue in question.
12. Pursuant to Indiana Code §22-9-1-10 and the Civil Rights Act of 1964, the CCDF Agreement Center and its subcontractors shall not discriminate against any employee, or applicant for employment, to be employed in performance of this agreement, with respect to hire, tenure, terms, conditions or privileges of employment or any matter directly or indirectly related to employment because of race, age, color, religion, sex, disability, national origin, ancestry or status as a veteran.  The CCDF Agreement Center understands that State is a recipient of federal funds.  Pursuant to that understanding, the CCDF Agreement Center and its subcontractors agree that if the CCDF Agreement Center employs fifty (50) or more employees and does at least $50,000 worth of business with the State of  Indiana, and is not exempt, and will comply with the affirmative action reporting requirements of 41 C.F.R. §60-1.7.  Breach of this covenant may be regarded as a material breach of this Agreement.  The State of Indiana shall comply with Section 202 of Executive Order 11246, as amended 41 C.F.R. §60-250, and 41 C.F.R. §60-741, as amended, which are incorporated herein by special reference.  Acceptance of this Agreement also signifies compliance with applicable Federal laws, regulations, and executive orders prohibiting discrimination in the provision of services based on race, age, color, religion, sex, disability, national origin, ancestry or status as a veteran.
13. The CCDF Agreement Center further agrees to comply with Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. § 2000d et.seq) Title VIII of the Civil Rights Act of 1968 (42 U.S.C. § 3601 et. Seq), title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972 (20 U.S.C. § 1681 et seq.), Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. § 794), the Age Discrimination Act of 1975 (42 U.S.C. § 6101 et seq), the Drug Abuse Prevention and Treatment Amendments of 1978 (21 U.S.C. § 1101 et seq), the Public Health Service Act of 1944 (42 U.S.C. § 290dd through 290dd-2), and all other non-discrimination regulations of the United States Government to ensure that no person shall, on the grounds of race, age, color, religion, sex, disability, national origin, ancestry or status as a veteran, be excluded from participating in or denied the benefit of the CCDF Agreement Center’s services, or otherwise be subjected to discrimination under any program or activity for which the CCDF Agreement Center or its subcontractor receive, directly or indirectly, federal or state financial assistance, and the CCDF Agreement Center agrees to immediately take measures to effectuate this provision.

14. The parties agree that any publicity release or other public reference, including media releases, informational pamphlets, etc., relative to the services provided under this agreement, will clearly state that all services are provided without regard to race, age, color, religion, sex, disability, national origin, ancestry or status as a veteran.
15. The CCDF Agreement Center certifies that the funding provided by State through this agreement shall not be used to further any type of political or voter activity.  The Center further agrees to comply with applicable provisions of the Hatch Act (5 U.S.C. §§ 1501-1508 and 7324-7328) which limit the political activities of employees whose principal employment activities are funded in whole or in part with federal funds.
16. Pursuant to 31 U.S.C. §1352, and any regulations promulgated there under, the CCDF Agreement Center hereby assures and certifies, to the best of his or her knowledge and belief, that no federally appropriated funds have been paid, or will be paid, by or on behalf of the CCDF Agreement Center, to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an officer or employee of  any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress, in connection with the awarding of any federal Agreement, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan, the entering into of any cooperative agreement, and the extension, continuation, renewal, amendment, or modification of any federal Agreement, grant loan or cooperative agreement.

17. If any funds other than federally appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any person for influencing or attempting to influence an office of employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with this agreement, the Center shall complete and submit “Standard Form LLL,” “Disclosure Form to Report Lobbying”.  If the Center is required to submit “Standard Form LLL,” the form and instructions for preparation of the form may be obtained from State.
18. The CCDF Agreement Center shall require that the language of this certification be included in the award document for sub awards at all tiers (including sub-Agreement, sub grants, and Agreements under grants, loans, and cooperative agreements) and that all sub recipients shall certify and disclose accordingly.

19. The foregoing certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was or will be placed when entering into this agreement and any transactions with State.  Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making or entering into any transaction as imposed by 31 U.S.C. 1352.  Any person who fails to file the required certification shall be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000 and not more than $100,000 for each failure.

The undersigned, being the CCDF Agreement Center, or having the specific authority to bind the CCDF Agreement Center, to the terms of this agreement, and having read this agreement, and understanding it in its entirety, does hereby agree, both individually and on behalf of the CCDF Agreement Center, to abide by and comply with all terms and conditions set forth herein.
