2.3   AREA TO BE TREATED - A total of 1404 acres of forestlands in Indiana consisting of 4 sites are proposed for treatment.  Including a second application, a total of 2808 acres is proposed for treatment.  More specific information is found in Section 4, and an overview map of the treatment sites is in Appendix A.  The treatment site consists of forested residential areas, privately owned forestlands, and publicly owned forestlands.  In general, the areas are high-use areas, many of which contain permanent and/or seasonal residences, where proper and careful insecticide application is essential to eradicate gypsy moth populations, slow the spread of gypsy moth and prevent defoliation of high-value trees.  The Contractor will not be paid for any acreage treated outside the designated block boundaries

(A)      Counties Involved:   Allen, Porter, Tippecanoe, and Whitley.
(B) Type of Areas to Be Treated: 

Rural, urban, and suburban areas containing forests, tree cover, fence rows, isolated scattered trees and yard trees.  Crop and open fields are scattered and included in the treatment areas, which are not intended for treatment.  Residences are present in varying degrees in the treatment areas.

(E) Estimated Starting Date:  First application will be made when 50% of the gypsy moth larvae are 2nd instar size. This is estimated to be between mid April and mid May.  Weather conditions influence the development of gypsy moth, which is the reason a specific date is not stated.  

(F) Estimated Completion Time:

Early to late May depending on weather.  Second application will occur no sooner than 4 days after first application depending on weather.
