Product, Rebates and Net Prices 
The Respondent agrees to provide a rebate on all non-exempt infant formulas manufactured by the bidder and covered under the contract resulting from this RFP.

Agrees to provide complete formulas not requiring the addition of any ingredients other than water prior to being served in a liquid state.  All formulas, excluding low iron varieties, will contain at least 10 milligrams of iron per liter of formula at standard dilution, which supplies 67 kilocalories per 100 milliliter.

Can produce and distribute statewide infant formula products in sufficient quantity to serve 100 percent of potential Indiana WIC participants’ infant formula needs for the formulas covered under the contract resulting from this RFP.

Ensures that the primary contract infant formula is suitable for issuance to generally healthy full-term infants.

The rebates and net prices offered have been arrived at independently, without consultation, communication, or agreement, for the purpose of restricting competition as to any matter relating to such rebate or price with any other Respondent or with any competitor.

Unless otherwise required by law, the rebates and net prices which have been quoted have not been knowingly disclosed by the Respondent and will not knowingly be disclosed by the Respondent prior to award directly or indirectly to any other Respondent or to any competitor.

No attempt has been made or will be made by the bidder to induce any other person, partnership or corporation to submit or not to submit a bid for the purpose of restricting competition.

Federal Food, Drugs and Cosmetic Act
The Respondent bidder certifies that it is registered with the U.S. Secretary of Health and Human Services under the Federal Food, Drugs and Cosmetic Act (21 U.S.C. 321 et seq.) and further certifies that the infant formula as offered in this Request for Proposal complies with the Act and regulations issued pursuant to the Act, and conforms to the updated nutrient requirements for infant formula as described in the Act; as well as any applicable law or regulation of the State of Indiana. 

Equal Employment Opportunity 
Executive Order 11246, entitled “Equal Employment Opportunity”, as amended by Executive Order 11375, and as supplemented by the Department of Labor Regulations (41 CFR Part 60): The Executive Order prohibits federal contractors and federally-assisted construction contractors and subcontractors who do over $10,000 in Government business in one year from discriminating in employment decisions on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, or national origin. Clean Water Act 
The Clean Water Act, Section 309 stipulates: 
a. 	No Federal agency may enter into any contract with any person who has been convicted of any offense under Section 309(c) of this Act for the procurement of goods, materials, and services if such contract is to be performed at any facility at which the violation which gave rise to such conviction occurred, and if such facility is owned, leased, or supervised by such person. 2) Setting forth procedures, sanctions, penalties, and such other provisions, as the President determines necessary to carry out such requirement. 
d. 	The President may exempt any contract, loan, or grant from all or part of the provisions of this section where he determines such exemption is necessary in the paramount interest of the United States and he shall notify the Congress of such exemption. 
e. 	The President shall annually report to the Congress on measures taken in compliance with the purpose and intent of this section, including, but not limited to, the progress and problems associated with such compliance. 
f.	1) No certification by a contractor, and no contract clause, may be required in the case of a contract for the acquisition of commercial items in order to implement a prohibition or requirement of this section or a prohibition or requirement issued in the implementation of this section. 
2) In paragraph (1), the term “commercial item” has the meaning given such term in section 4(12) of the Office of Federal Procurement Policy Act (41 U.S.C. 403(12)). 

Anti-Lobbying Act 
The Anti-Lobbying Act prohibits the recipients of Federal contracts, grants, and loans from using appropriated funds for lobbying the Executive or Legislative branches of the Federal government in connection with a specific contract, grant, or loan. The undersigned shall require that the language of this certification be include in the award documents for all sub-awards at all tiers (including sub-grants, contracts under grants and cooperative agreements, and subcontracts) and that all sub-recipients shall certify and disclose accordingly. 


Americans with Disabilities Act
