Notice regarding Indiana Family and Social Services, Office of Medicaid Policy and Planning’s intent to procure Pharmacy Benefit Management services and Data Warehouse services
The Indiana Family and Social Services Administration (FSSA) has re-evaluated its plan to replace its Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS). Rather than procuring a total replacement of its MMIS, it will be addressing, initially, two key elements of its Medicaid support structure:  the Pharmacy Benefits Management (PBM) system and the Data Warehouse system. 

PBM System

A procurement requesting Pharmacy Benefit Management (PBM) services for the Office of Medicaid Policy and Planning (OMPP) is planned for release by the Fall of 2011. The primary objectives of the contracting initiative are to secure the services of a PBM vendor that will be responsible for all facets of the day-to-day operational administration of the Indiana Health Coverage Programs (IHCP) pharmacy benefit. The PBM vendor will be responsible for Pharmacy Claims Processing, Pharmacy Audit Services and Pharmacy Benefit Manager services such as:
Pharmacy Prior Authorization                                 Drug Utilization Review (DUR)
Preferred Drug List                                                    Drug Rebate

Preferred Diabetic Monitor Rebate                       Diabetic Test Strip Rebate

The PBM vendor must be innovative and proactive in employing business techniques that ensure enhanced quality of care under the pharmacy benefit while controlling the growth of pharmacy benefit expenditures.

Procurement for Data Warehouse development, implementation and operations support is planned subsequent to receipt of responses to the RFI.
