Attachment I- Division of Entomology & Plant Pathology Scope of Work
Flight location could be anywhere in Indiana depending on the area need to map forest damage. 6-7 days with approximately 6 hours flight time per day mapping forest defoliation, forest mortality from EAB, drought and any other damage. Surveys will take place May-August. Approximately 50 hours of total flight time.
I use N/S or E/S flight lines spaced 2 or 4 miles apart at 1800 to 2000 feet on altimeter.  If not much damage to record, we fly randome line for reconnaissance flight.

Mapping would be done with laptop computers and GPS tracking, power converter will be needed. 

Typically  the group will consist of the entomologist plus 1 or others to fly and do mapping. Entomologist will guide pilot and map at same time.
