Indiana State Livescan system site and screen specifics:
1. Date of Birth field must be flagged so the system does not allow dates of birth that makes an individual older than 100 years.
2. The alias name field should allow the entry of up to 5 alias names.
3. The alias date of birth field should allow up to 5 alias dates of birth.

4. The scares, marks and tattoo field should be separated into two entry boxes. The first to define the type and the second to indicate where it is located on the individual, selected from a drop list.

5. The SID# field should be made unavailable to the operator or grayed out.

6. The FBI # field should be made unavailable to the operator or grayed out.
7. The City field in address needs to be at least 20 characters.

8. The Booking agency ORI will be hard coded with the sites ORI.

9. The Arresting agency ORI, once the booking is completed and sent will go back to a blank field.

10. Prosecuting agency ORI will be selected from a list composed of only prosecutor ORI’s.

11. The Class field should come before the Level field and will be alpha, numeric.

12. No editing and resubmission of a booking is allowed once it has been submitted to the State AFIS from the Livescan system. The TCN is unique to that event.
13. A field for the name of the booking officer needs to be available, present livescans are using the “Turned over to another agency” field.

14. The Lake County livescan will need to print a local agency card, please contact the site for a copy of the local card. 

15. The Lake County livescan will need to send a copy of the booking to the TRACKER system housed at another location, please contact the site for specific information.

16. At St Joseph Co, Allen Co and IMPD, the booking NIST will be FTP to the local AFIS systems.
17. The input screens will accommodate up to 15 separate charges. The systems will allow free text of these fields, however programming for the future ability to use a drop list for charges and IC codes is requested.

18. Each charge field will have the following information fields, DATE OF OFFENSE, DOO 2.047 PART 1, ORIGINAL CHARGE, 2.047 PART 2, COUNTS, 2.047, I.C. CODES(NO LIST AT TIME OF INSTALLATION)CLASS, 2.727 AND LEVEL 2.728. (When the NIST record is built 2.047 will include DOO, ORIGINAL CHARGE AND CUNTS OF ORIGINAL CHARGE).
19. The TOT’s processed at the livescan systems will be CAR and SMAP.

20. The printers must be programmed with a template of the Indiana Adult and Juvenile Criminal fingerprint cards and palm cards. The images MUST print at a 1x1 size and must meet FBI printing standards.

21. Each livescan must be able to print the appropriate number of fingerprint cards depending on the number of original charges. For example if an individual was charged with 20 counts of check deception, it would appear on the screen and card as original charge: check deception 15 counts, class 3, level M, however if the individual was charged with 15 separate charges each charge would appear on the screen as a separate entry and appear on the card as an original charge, the system would print out a total of 5 fingerprint cards (3 charges on each), but only one set of palms.

22.  Every livescan will have the ability when requested to print to an 81/2 x 11 sheet of copy paper the State and or FBI responses.
23. Every livescan will have the ability to produce a unique TCN Transaction Control Number( NIST 1.009) in the following format:

24. 10 Character, Alpha-Numeric

25. The first two (2) characters will represent the County number the livescan system is installed in. The third (3rd) character will represent the number of livescans installed in that county. For example: 731 Shelby County first livescan. The remaining seven (7) characters will be a sequential numbers that increment with each new record/booking. This number must be addressable by the technician so that at the time of installation and maintenance it can be set to equal the last number used at that location.
