1. Delivery Fee
A delivery fee shall NOT be assessed for the following locations: 

· Any location in Marion County
· INDOT Facility in Greenfield (32 S. Broadway)
· Camp Attebury, DNR Quartermaster Facility in Johnson County (6248 S. Schoolhouse Road, Edinburgh, IN)
· DNR Fire HQ in Martinsville (6220 Forest Road)
It is a minimum requirement of this bid to provide delivery to the above locations at no additional charge to the State. 

For all other locations, please note the following regarding delivery fees.

Delivery Fee worksheet in Bid List.xls allows respondents to provide delivery fee price breaks to the state if multiple vehicles were purchased and delivered to a single location. Single Vehicle Delivery Fee is the delivery fee for one vehicle offered to the State as defined in Bid List.xls. 

If a respondent provides delivery of new vehicles anywhere in the State at no additional charge above the purchase price of the vehicle, a respondent shall enter $0 in the Single Vehicle Delivery Fee yellow cell. Otherwise, provide the competitive delivery fee pricing that will be charged in addition to the purchase price of the vehicle(s). 

2. Maintenance Costs

Maintenance costs will be assessed based on the IDOA Fleet Services defined maintenance items. Respondent shall enter cost of each maintenance expenditure as well as frequency of service (every X miles) to be performed based on manufacturer’s recommended schedule up to 60,000 miles. For evaluation purposes, utilize manufacturer’s suggested retail price for parts and $32.00 per hour labor charge. Labor charge is the average hourly rate for an IDOA Fleet Services technician. 

Provide the following documentation with your bid:

· Manufacturer’s recommended maintenance schedule

· Manufacturer’s suggested retail price part list

3. Resale Value

The State will utilize a third party, Intellichoice (http://www.intellichoice.com/), to assess the resale value of the 2010 make/model submitted by the respondent. Respondents shall provide documentation of the Intellichoice value with their bid. 
Detailed instructions related to submitting this information in included in Bid List2.xls. 

4. The State has updated estimated annual volume in Bid List.xls. The State of Indiana does not guarantee volumes; they should not be viewed as commitments by the State.

5. There have been additional updates to the Bid List.xls file. This includes, but is not limited to the following: clarification on instructions and minimum requirements worksheets.
6. The proposal due date has been extended and the following bid contents have been updated. Updated bid documents supersede the old documents. Use the updated bid documents when submitting your proposal to the State. Failure to utilize updated bid documents may result in a bid being removed from consideration.
