MINIMUM SPECIFICATIONS FOR AGGREGATE PICK UP AND DELIVERY OPTIONS

1. The successful contractor shall load and/or deliver various grades of aggregate specified to state and local entities per the specifications of this bid.

2. The successful contractor understands that all material is subject to inspection upon receipt. Contractors shall submit any required information at the request of the state or local entity, including certified weigh tickets, etc. Materials that fail to meet the specifications in any way may be rejected. Rejected material will be immediately replaced with product meeting the requirements.

3. The following common definitions are intended to expand upon any definitions of aggregate provided by the most current INDOT Standard Specifications:
a. LIMESTONE	: Within the State of Indiana these originate with sedimentary bedrock deposits, typically limestone and dolomite. These are mined from "quarries", mechanically crushed, and sorted for size.
b. GRAVEL AND NATURAL SANDS: Granular materials resulting from the "natural" disintegration of rocks.  The scraping action of glacier ice melting and water gives gravel and natural sands their "rounded" appearance.  These are dug out from pits or dredged out of rivers and screened to size.

4. All materials furnished shall be in accordance with the most current applicable INDOT Standard Specifications, including any Supplemental Specifications, Section 904, located at: http://www.in.gov/dot/div/contracts/standards/book/index.html .

5. All plants and scales procedures shall be in accordance with INDOT’s most current Standard Specifications and approved by INDOT’s Office of Materials Management.

Pursuant to the most current INDOT Standard Specifications and Supplemental Specifications issued at the time of bid due date, a bidder is required to be a Certified Aggregate Producer (CAP) in order to be awarded a contract. This certification requirement is in effect for all aggregates with the exception of snow & ice abrasives.
a. Upon conclusion of the certification process, INDOT’s Office of Materials Management provides an approval letter indicating the “Q” number assigned to the specific plant location.  To be considered as a responsive bid, the bidder shall include the appropriate “Q” number for each delivery site bid.
