This is a Request for Information (RFI) issued by the Indiana Department of Administration (IDOA) in conjunction with the Indiana Department of Revenue (IDOR). This RFI requests responses from any potential supplier of cigarette tax stamps. 
BACKGROUND

Due to the various changes occurring in this market, the State is releasing this RFI to gain further understanding of the available options and competitive landscape for cigarette tax stamps. It is the intent of the State to collect information that will be used to develop specifications for a subsequent solicitation for cigarette tax stamps.  However, the State reserves the right to award directly from this RFI should we deem it to be in our best interest. All respondents will receive notification of any subsequent solicitation or award resulting from this RFI.
SPECIFIC NEEDS

Responses should provide an overview of the cigarette tax stamp products, compliance tools and any other associated products that would provide Indiana the means to collect the cigarette taxes and enforce compliance of the federal, state and local cigarette tax statutes. At a minimum, please include the following information with your response:
· Production method of cigarette stamp and type of cigarette stamp produced

· Security features incorporated into the cigarette stamp

· Application method of the cigarette stamp

· Production and delivery capabilities to the State

· Production facility security features

· Reporting capabilities to the State
· Costs to distributors and compatibility of existing application machinery

· Inventory tracking methods   

· Experience in the current cigarette stamp industry

· Audit programming

· Demonstrate knowledge of federal, state and local statutes

· Any other information that might be beneficial to the State
After reviewing the written responses, the State will conduct oral presentations with the respondents to discuss the proposed solutions. Respondents will be asked to provide samples of their proposed stamp solutions at this presentation. Tentatively, we expect to hold these presentations the first week of March.
