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The following specification modifies the specification for delivery and distribution of commissary at IDOC facilities:
All Respondents must propose that Vendor will deliver the commissary to each IDOC facility’s designated warehouse, storage area, or staging location.   Distribution of the commissary beyond these points is to be performed by the IDOC only.   The vendor may not supervise or control IDOC staff or offenders after delivery is made to the designated areas.  Respondent’s should determine its proposed commission to the IDOC by factoring in that the IDOC will be distributing the Commissary after it is delivered to these locations, which the IDOC estimate represents a value of around $1,000,000 a year.  
Notwithstanding the foregoing specification, DOC is interested to explore alternate proposals.   Respondents may propose that Vendor will distribute the commissary directly to IDOC offenders once Vendor has delivered the commissary to each facility’s designated warehouse, storage area, or staging location, or hybrid solutions.   Such distribution is to be performed by vendor’s own staff or in conjunction with IDOC staff.   If vendor makes such an additional, alternate proposal, please include estimated costs, savings or adjustments to the IDOC commission.   The direct distribution of commissary will not include Juvenile Facilities.
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
