INTRODUCTION
This is a Request for Information (RFI) issued by the Indiana Department of Administration (IDOA) on behalf of the Indiana State Police (ISP) for the Statewide Uniform Crime Reporting System.  It is the intent of IDOA to solicit responses to this Request for Information in accordance with the specifications contained in this document and associated attachments.  Neither this RFI nor any response (proposal) submitted hereto is to be construed as a legal offer. 
[bookmark: _Toc220660638]BACKGROUND AND OBJECTIVE OF THE RFI
The State of Indiana is one of three (3) states not participating in the statewide submission of either the National Incident Based Reporting (NIBRS) or Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) summary process.  The preferred option is to have statewide participation in the NIBRS program.  This Request for Information is to determine budgetary impact in the legislative process for implementing a state Incident Based Reporting (IBR) system which will feed data to the FBI National Incident Based Reporting System (NIBRS).

The goal for this RFI and potential RFP is the development of a statewide system to collect, store and submit NIBRS information.  The proposal should be for a turnkey solution.  The system should include:
· Collection from Law Enforcement Agencies across the state
· Agencies with a CAD/RMS capable of submitting a NIBRS report
· Agencies unable to collect NIBRS information
· Ability to accept narrative data with search capabilities for future development
· A Central Repository for the state for collected information
· Searchable data for in-state real time statistics
· Checks and balances for quality assurance
· Auditing and Certification
· Submission to the FBI CJIS Division
· Quarterly basis
· Meet all security and quality guidelines
· NIEM compliance

ISP is requesting information to formalize the scope of work for a potential RFP by allowing the technology community to apprise ISP on information that should be considered as part of the scope of work.
RESPONSE TO RFI
Respondents should submit responses to the RFI describing how they will meet the specific requirements of this RFI and the deliverables included within.  All narrative responses must be provided to the State in Microsoft Word format.  Respondents must structure their response according to the sections outlined below to facilitate the State’s review of the responses. 
· THE SOLUTION: description of the solution to satisfy the requirements established in the RFI.
·  PROJECT PLAN:  a high level project plan including the schedule or timeline for project.
· BACKGROUND AND EXPERIENCE: qualifications related to implementation of similar systems especially in other states.
· COMPANY STRUCTURE: legal form of the respondent’s business organization, types of business ventures in which the organization is involved, and a chart of the organization
· REFERENCES: comparable project references of similar scope and size including a list of at least (3) three clients for whom the respondent has provided services that are the same or similar to the services requested in this RFI.  Information provided should include the name, address, and telephone number of the client facility and the name, title, and phone/fax numbers of a person who may be contacted for further information.
· COSTS: estimated costs to create environment as described in this RFI, which lists the one-time and recurring costs for the proposed solution.  Describe change management methodology and software upgrades.
· TRAINING AND CERTIFICATION: training provided to use the system and certification(s) available to meet industry requirements.

If you would like to provide a response/feedback to this RFI for a potential RFP for the Statewide Uniform Crime Report System you must provide your response to State as shown in the RFI Timeline and Response Submission section below in Word format.

ORAL CONFERENCE
An oral conference will be held on Friday, February 1, 2013 at 1:00 PM Eastern Time in the Indiana Government Center South Auditorium at 402 West Washington Street, Indianapolis, Indiana.  At this conference, potential respondents may ask questions about the RFI and the RFI and RFP processes.  Respondents are reminded that no answers issued verbally at the conference are binding on the State and any information provided at the conference, unless it is later issued in writing, also is not binding on the State.

QUESTION AND INQUIRY PROCESS
All questions/inquiries regarding this RFI must be submitted in writing by the deadline of  Tuesday, February 5, 2013 at 3:00 PM Eastern Time.  The questions/inquiries regarding this RFI must be submitted via email to rfp@idoa.IN.gov and must be received by the time and date indicated.

Following the question/inquiry due date, IDOA will compile a list of the questions/inquiries submitted by all respondents.  The responses will be posted to the IDOA website.  Only answers posted on the IDOA website will be considered official and valid by the State.  No Respondent shall rely upon, take any action, or make any decision based upon any verbal communication with any State employees.

Please note that Mark Hempel is the state’s single point of contact for this RFI.  Inquiries are not to be directed to any other staff member of the ISP.  Such action may disqualify respondent from further consideration in this RFI and any subsequent RFP process.

If it becomes necessary to revise any part of this RFI, or if additional information is necessary for a clearer interpretation of provisions of this RFI prior to the due date for submissions, an Addendum will be posted on the IDOA website.

All responses must be received no later than Thursday, February 13, 2013 at 3:00 PM Eastern Time.  The subject line of the email submission must clearly state the following:

Any information received after the due date and time may not be considered.

Responses will be considered public information once a contract(s) is awarded. If a contract is not awarded, the responses to this RFI are considered public once that decision is made.

No more than one proposal per respondent may be submitted.

The State accepts no obligations for costs incurred by respondents in anticipation of being awarded a contract.

CLARIFICATIONS AND DISCUSSIONS
IDOA expects responses to this RFI to be the initial step to determine potential vendors that can meet the needs of the State.  During the evaluation of RFI responses, the State reserves the right to request clarifications on information submitted to the State.  The State also reserves the right to conduct discussions, either oral or written, with respondents.  These discussions could include requests for additional information, requests for cost or technical proposal revisions, etc.  Additionally, in conducting discussions, the State may use information derived from proposals submitted by competing respondents only if the identity of the respondent providing the information is not disclosed to others.  The State will provide equivalent information to all respondents which have been chosen for discussions.  Discussions, along with negotiations with responsible respondents may be conducted for any appropriate purpose.
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
