1. Cost Proposal Information
The state has reviewed the current cost structure and concerns presented by potential respondents and are providing the following information related to the cost proposal for RFP-10-60.

a. All charges (except equipment rental as defined in 1b) related to the scope of work of this RFP (geological services for determining mine subsidence) shall be structured as a per hour fee that will be charged by the awarded vendor to the state as the services are provided. A respondent’s cost proposal must detail all charges from the respondent (excluding equipment rental reimbursement) to provide geological services. 
b. Equipment rental reimbursement: the state will pay expenses incurred by the vendor for renting equipment used in determining mine subsidence damage and monitoring of structures. The vendor will bill the state on a cost basis with no mark-up charged to the state. Respondents shall provide acceptance to bill equipment rental costs at no markup in their updated cost proposal.
c. The state would like to clarify that mileage will not be reimbursed to the awarded vendor for services provided. The per hour fee must be inclusive of travel.
