Cost Proposal Addendum

RFP -11-56, Neighborhood Based Mental Health and Addiction Services Program
In the RFP-11-56 document, Section 2.5 explains the process of creating a Cost Proposal for the Neighborhood Based Mental Health and Addiction Services Program.  It currently reads:

In Attachment D, the Cost Proposal Template, the Respondent will be instructed to estimate a two (2) year budget for the administration of the program. After completing the template, the Respondent will have calculated a “Total Program Cost.” The “Total Program Cost” will be measured against the baseline cost for this contract when each proposal is evaluated.  

The baseline cost for the first two (2) years of the program is given as $500,000.00.  

In reviewing Section 2.5, the State has decided Respondents could benefit with additional guidance regarding their Cost Proposals.   The State, instead of asking Respondents to calculate a “Total Program Cost” and comparing this cost to the baseline cost of the contract, is asking Respondents to calculate a “Per Community Center Program Cost”.   The State requests that Respondents complete the newly amended worksheet in Attachment D, which now includes a cell where Respondents can enter the number of community centers they will serve with their program.  The worksheet will then automatically calculate the “Per Community Center Program Cost” for each Respondent.
The current vendor that provides Neighborhood Based Mental Health and Addiction Services for the State operates its program in three (3) community centers.  As such, the baseline cost to which Respondent’s “Per Community Center Program Cost” will be compared is $166,666.66 ($500,000.00 / 3 community centers).

For the purpose of this RFP, the State defines a community center as the following:
A nonprofit facility used for recreational, social, educational, cultural services and activities. Services may be targeted to certain populations (e.g. youth, seniors) but membership is available to the general public.
This use does not include schools, places of worship, banquet facilities, or social or service clubs in this definition.  The State requests that each Respondent identify and provide the location of the community centers that it plans to serve in its Technical Proposal.
PLEASE NOTE:  If any Respondent cannot provide services to three (3) or more community centers, the State will still review proposals that provide the Neighborhood Based Mental Health and Addiction Services Program to fewer community centers.  The State reserves the right to contract with more than one vendor to meet the needs of the program.
