Attachment N - Critical Interfaces:
The expectation is that DOC IT staff will work with the vendor to be trained on how to create these interfaces.   This list represents the currently available interfaces that must be available when the system goes live.    

Indiana Family and Social Services Department (FSSA)
Automatic data exchange with FSSA to see if any offenders are receiving FSSA services.  Matches are found on name, social security number and date of birth.

Runs the third Saturday of each month.

Federal Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms

Scheduled job produces a list of violent offenders who have had recent releases from DOC.

Runs the first day of the month.

Corizon Medical Services
Two files are provided:  One runs nightly and provides medical coverage start and end dates for each offender.  Another file runs three times a day and provides facility location information for the CMS electronic medical records system.
Social Security Administration

A census file of all offenders is provided, usually once a year and is run when requested.

A monthly file is run on offenders incarcerated and their social security numbers.  It is used to find any offenders who may be receiving social security benefits.
This job is usually run the second week of the month.  The file produced is formatted to specific SSA standards and submitted to SSA on their web site.

Internal Revenue Service

An annual file of offenders and their social security information is submitted on request, usually in August.  It is formatted to specific IRS standards and submitted via e-mail.

Statewide Voter Registration System

A file is automatically generated nightly as a feed to the SVRS.  It contains data on offenders received and released, and is used by county voter registration agencies to disenfranchise voters or restore voter eligibility.

Web data

A file is automatically run nightly to feed the DOC web site.  This is used by the general public to identify offenders. 

Federal Aviation Administration

A file is created annually to provide the FAA with demographic information on offenders who are incarcerated with drug related offenses.  This will be used to match their database of pilots and mechanics, who are no longer eligible to hold a license if convicted of this type of felony.  This job is run when requested and is formatted to specific FAA guidelines.

Fingerprints 

The NEC fingerprint operation at the intake units accesses OIS to pull offender data to accompany the transmission to the Indiana State Police.  This activity is on-going each day during the intake process.

JPAY Trust Fund Transactions

Several files run nightly to exchange data with JPAY on offender locations, purchases, refunds, and deposits from family and friends.  They also receive a nightly file of approved visitors for verification of deposits.
SAVIN notifications

A nightly file of offender data is provided to update notification data for CTP, victim, law enforcement and sex offender registry activity.  Real-time data is provided when releases are made in OIS.  A pdf of CTP progress reports is also passed to this vendor.
Drug test lab results
Automated updates are fed to the Substance Abuse Management System from the drug testing company.  This is done several times a week.

ID badge system
As offenders are received at intake, there is an ID badge produced using OIS data as an interface with the Department of Administration.  These are created on demand, and a photo is sent to the DOC Oracle database 

Document Imaging Interface

A file is run nightly to update the title information that becomes part of the document imaging (IRIS) system.  

Marion County Crime Reduction file

A file is sent nightly to a Marion County agency to assist them in running a crime reduction program targeting offenders recently released to the central Indiana area.

Phone Minute purchase interface

Several files are exchanged nightly in order to update offender information and transfer data on phone minute purchases and refunds.
PEN commissary

Files are exchanged nightly to communicate offender locations, trust fund balances and commissary purchases. 

Public Information Files for Sale

Monthly files are created of offender current population and sent to vendors who have paid for the data.   

NDEx (FBI) data file

Data is shared with the NDEx law enforcement unit monthly.  This project is complete and the data exchange is anticipated to start in January, 2012.

JTAC IYAS/IRAS youth and adult risk assessment data exchange

Data is exchanged nightly to populate OCMS and JDS with risk assessments of various sorts that have been completed for offenders.  This project is complete for youth offenders and is anticipated to start in January, 2012.  The adult data exchange will also start at that time, but the system adjustments are expected to be done spring or summer of that year.

CPSR/NCIEN State Police data exchange

The design for this project has been completed, with production implementation in 2012, depending on the State Police schedule.  This project will pass data back and forth between the agencies as an intermediary for populating the national IDACS system.  The system also does real time data exchange from requests at traffic stops and other events.
Non-critical:

Vigo County Report

Scheduled job produces a list of Vigo County offenders incarcerated with DOC.  Projected release date and all social security numbers are listed.  This file is used by the county election board, and may not be needed much longer since the statewide voter registration project will provide all counties with this information. (Vigo county indicates they want it to continue.)
Runs the first day of the month.

Immigration and Naturalization Service

Annual files are run to provide information on alien status of offenders.
