IV. Description of RFP:
The Indiana Department of Correction (IDOC) seeks an experienced Respondent to plan, promote, manage, and conduct two-day training conferences for probation, parole, community correction, and law enforcement officials from across the State of Indiana.  There shall be two conferences covering the same subject matter.  The second conference will be provided to a different set of individuals to maximize the distribution of consistent information.  Both training conferences shall be completed by September 30, 2012.  The purpose of these conferences is to adequately identify the issues raised by sex offender management and provide training to address these issues.  At a minimum, the training conferences will focus on the following:

1. The implementation and use of monitoring equipment and other technologies;

2. Effective supervision, management, and monitoring strategies;

3. Sex offender registry and compliance laws, policies, and procedures; and,

4. Compliance with legislative changes.

The training conferences shall be broken up into a number of sessions including, but not limited to, supervision training, sex offender treatment, legal requirements of sex offenders, case law updates, housing issues, victim issues, registration of sex offenders, use of technology, and use of federal grants. 

The Respondent will be expected to oversee and manage all aspects of the training conferences from planning to completion and attendee evaluation.  The Respondent will also be expected to work in conjunction with the CASOM Advisory Team to develop the specifics of the training conferences, including the curriculum and presenters.  Once the curriculum for the training conferences has been finalized through joint efforts of the Respondent and the CASOM Advisory Team, the Respondent shall identify and recommend presenters to cover each topic or session in the curriculum.  Following CASOM Advisory Team feedback and approval, Respondent shall secure presenters for both training conferences.
