· OPIS pricing will be the rack average taken from the PADD2 OPIS report.
· OPIS pricing will be based on the first weekly release of the calendar month.

The following sections of the RFP have been amended to read:
2.5 COST PROPOSAL

The cost proposal is divided into 6 regions, as defined in the Scope of Work (Attachment G).  For each of these 6 regions, respondents will supply a cost per case for storage, handling, and delivery fees for the three different commodities: dry units, cooler units, and freezer units.  The “Estimated Volume” column of the cost proposal provides estimated units based on historical figures to determine a total estimated cost.  This figure will be evaluated against the baseline evaluation cost described in Section 3.2.3 which is provided for each region within the cost proposal tab.  The “High Estimated Volume” figure will be used internally for budgetary considerations only and will not be considered in the evaluation.  In the “Delivery Adjustments” tab, respondent may fill in adjustments to be made to the delivery costs provided based on the OPIS fuel index.  OPIS pricing will be taken from the rack average of the PADD2 report on the first weekly release of the calendar month.  The Cost Proposal Template is Attachment D.
