Summary of changes:

DCS has been made aware of a mistake in Section 3.2.3 of the RFP.  

The Median desk audited 2012 rate not the Median desk audited 2013 rate will be utilized in the determination of Price for RFP 12-99.  The information being changed is marked in RED below.

Price will be measured against the State’s baseline cost for this scope of work.  The Median desk audited 2013 rate, which is based on the Residential Program Type in Section 2.4.2 and Section 2.4.5, will constitute the baseline cost.  Cost scoring points will be assigned as follows:

· Respondents who meet the State’s current baseline cost will receive zero (0) cost points.

· Respondents whose 2013 desk audited rate is below the State’s baseline cost will receive positive points at the same rate as a respondent that has a 2013 desk audited rate above the State’s baseline cost. 

· Respondents whose 2013 desk audited rate is above the State’s baseline cost will receive negative points at the same rate as a respondent that has a 2013 rate below the State’s baseline cost. 

· Respondents whose 2013 desk audited rate is 10% below the State’s baseline cost will receive all of the available cost points.

· If multiple Respondents 2013 desk audited rate is 10% below the State’s baseline cost, an additional 5 points will be added to the Respondent with the lowest rate to the State. 

It has also been brought to DCS’s attention that potential respondents have raised questions concerning the specific program category that should be chosen for the respondent’s specific program(s) being bid within the RFP response and Cost Report.  It is DCS’s guidance that each respondent should review RFP Section 2.4.2 and Attachment G for directions on how to determine the program category that best fits your program(s) being submitted with your RFP response.  Once DCS receives all RFP responses and reviews the individual respondent’s program category determination for the proposed program proposal DCS will utilize the clarification of responses as necessary if DCS is unsure if the respondent’s proposed program has been placed in the correct program category.  

Additionally, a map showing the grouping of the counties by the three regions as noted for the Residential Services program categories have been added to the solicitation page. This attachment will be referred to as Attachment T – Regional Map.

Lastly, the proposal due date has been extended from May 16, 2012 at 3pm EST until May 21, 2012 at 3pm EST.
