The item(s) specified in this program by brand name are intended to establish a standard of quality, which will be required.  Similar item or items of manufacturers other than those listed which are included in the bids submitted will be considered if comparable in quality and function.  It will be the responsibility of the bidder to provide all technical information as to the acceptability of the alternate item(s).

IDENTIFICATION TAGS
This product and all of its components shall have a sewn in labels or permanent marking covering the following areas;

Country of Origin - Shall have a permanent identification tag stating the country of origin of material and the country of manufacturing. 

Fabric/Material Contents - Shall have a permanent identification tag stating fabric or material contents.

Care Instructions - Shall have a permanent identification tag stating proper Care instructions.

WARRANTY AND LIMITATIONS:

Warranty -One year against workmanship or fabric defects. 

Limited Warranty - The sample and contract product shall carry a manufacturer's printed warranty 

tag.The tag shall instruct the owner of their rights under the warranty.

Limited warranty will contain at a minimum the following;

Warranty Coverage - Manufacturer agrees to warrant to the original purchaser that the product will be free from defects in materials and workmanship or a period of one year from date of purchase.


Warranty Service -Should a covered product become defective during the warranty period, simply return it to the manufacturer with dated proof of purchase. The manufacturer agrees to repair or replace at its option any item determined to be defective and will return to purchaser at no charge.


Limitations - This warranty does not cover abnormal wear and tear, nor the color fastness of fluorescent fabrics, nor damage from chemicals, fire, misuse, accident, or negligence. This warranty only applies to the original Purchaser of the covered product, and is not transferable.
All material shall be new, of current manufacture and shall carry the standard warranties prescribe for each specific fabric.
Appearance Standard for Knit Shirts
In order to provide the best Quality, most consistently made knit shirts, you must construct this product in accordance with these strict guidelines. The collars must be correctly tapered, finishing from 3" at the center back to 2⅝" at the front tip, unless specified otherwise. Collars will be evenly balanced from side to side, with no twist or high/ low areas along the stitch line. The neck tape will be sewn tension free without any roping or puckering. The center back of the collar will fold over so as to completely cover the neck seam in its entirety and remain that way naturally. All excess fabric must be neatly trimmed from the inside of the folded placket edges to form smooth clean lapels. The placket will be set vertical to the hem, with care taken to make sure that the placket box stitch is symmetrical to ¼" on both sides and level across the bottom. No dimpling or pleating will be accepted on the front lower placket at the point of placket fold and box stitch. The placket will be beaded and stitched so as not to show the inside edge of the placket, particularly with a contrasting inside placket facing. Button spacing will be even and consistent with no fullness between buttons. Seam allowances and stitch counts must be maintained. Once completed, the finished garment is carefully inspected and trimmed of any and all excess threads. It will then be packaged in such a way as to highlight the quality of a well-constructed product with folds that are crisp and sharp and finished to the required bag size. Be sure to fill the poly bag properly. Garments will be placed in the cartons neatly, so as not to diminish the outward appearance of shirts in any way during shipment and final delivery.

Packaging

The products shall be individually poly-bagged with style and size indicators. The product shall then be packed into cardboard boxes according to most economical and ergonomically design to protect the 
product during storage and shipping. The outer shipping carton shall be clearly labeled on one end with purchase order number, style number, quantity, color, and size.

Emblems, Embelishments, Logo’s and Silk Screen
All prices are to include the attachment of necessary emblems, embellishments, logo’s, and silk screen. All items will be provided to the successful vendor. The cost to sew them on is solely the responsibility of the vendor. Shirts, Jackets, and Dress Blouses are to include the Agency Emblem on each sleeve. Some items will require additional specific embellishments as outlined in each item specification. 

LINE ITEM #50 –IDOC - TROUSER, MAINTENANCE, DARK GRAY, MALE/FEMALE
Description: 

100% DURABLE PRESS COTTON DURA-KAP WORK PANT

Fabric:                               Postcure body fabric of 100% durable press Cotton, 8.5 oz. per sq. yd.

CONSTRUCTION/DETAILS:
Main Seams:
Seat seam sewn with tandem needle chain stitch, Outlet edges are serged, Inseam and out seam are joined by 1/4" gauge safety stitch, Pockets constructed by super safety stitch method, Bottom hems blind stitched on finished length pants, All seams sewn with Polyester thread. 

Waistband: 
Two piece folder set, lined and inner lined, 2" to 3" outlet 

Style:        
Two piece lined folder set waistband with 3" total outlet at band, Inner band of pocketing, Quarter top front pockets folder set, Hip pocket welt, set in  Belt loops 5/8" wide topstitched, Attached by bartacking through from outside at top and bottom of each loop, Darts above hip pockets
Band Closure: The band closure is by means of hook and eye centered in band corners above zipper teeth.  A woven reinforcement strip will be set behind hook and eye.   Right corner is clean finished, and singled needle set in the fly seam.   A tab with horizontal buttonhole is pressed and inserted in the right side fly seam, directlly below the waistband seam.   Left side of band is 2" folded back with a ¾" turn under.  Left inside elastic has one Ligne 23 button set through elastic only 3" in from front edge of fly and 2½" below top edge of waistband.

Belt Loops:
Belt loops measure ½" finished.   Loops are inserted in between band and lining at top and bottom seams of band.    Loop openings are 2".   Loops must not be shaded.  Center back belt loop is single needle set at top and bartack set at bottom and centered on back seam.   Loops have no interlining.  Loops are double needle cover stitch constructed.   Loop placement is as follows:

Fly:
Right fly lined with pocketing fabric, Right and left fly bartacked together thru outside above bottom of zipper
 

Pockets:
Front Pockets: are slanted.  Top of front pocket is set to the front, turned and topstitched 1/4” with a self-fabric inside facing and fusible interlining. The self-fabric facing measures 2" at the top and bottom. There is also a slanted pocket facing set to and conceals the pocketing, it measures 1 ½” at the top and tapers to 1 ¼” at the bottom. The front pockets are made with Dura Ruff pocketing fabric, which extends to the waistband for added strength. Front pockets are serge closed, turned, single needle 


clean finish edge stitched and back-tacked at bottom corner to secure.  Front pocket 

LINE ITEM #50 – IDOC -TROUSER, MAINTENANCE, DARK GRAY, MALE/FEMALE –Continued
opening is 6½" and bartacked horizontally at top and bottom ends of opening.  
Hip Pockets: will have a double welt.  Pocket opening measures 5".  Left hip pocket will
have a 1⅜" pointed loop centered on the pocket opening.  Loop is double needle cover stitch constructed and bar-tacked at top and bottom to form buttonhole loop.  One (1) button is set ⅝" below top edge of pocket welt on the outside to accommodate loop.  The pocket bags are edge stitch clean finished.

Flap:
Pocket flaps are pointed with double needle stitching on outside edges.  Top of the flap is serge set to the pocket lining and ¼" topstitched. The pocket flaps will be double-needle stitched down on each side to allow a closed pocket effect.  Finished pocket flaps will measure 2 1/4" on each end and 3¼" at the center point. 

Hem:
Pants are over locked and unfinished. No Hem. Pant legs are pressed.

Labeling:
Woven Label w/printed info label and Paper Label

Finishing:
Each garment will be trimmed, inspected, pressed and Creaset applied, topped and neatly folded with a plastic clip at waistband.

LINE ITEM #51 - IDOC – PANTS, FATIQUE, BDU, SIX POCKETS, BLACK GREEN, CAMOUFLAGE, AND OLIVE DRAB

Fabric:
Fabric to be Battle Rip 65% polyester and 35% cotton Ripstop or approved equal
Fabric must meet the following specifications to assure consistency of color, quality and wear:  

Weight:  6.5 oz Sq. Yd.

Construction: 105x48

Yarn Size: 20 RS X 12.50 OE

Colors:
Colors shall be of Colorfast dyes in black, green camouflage, and olive drab. The color of the trouser to match in shade with the Shirt, BDU.
Design:
The manufactured to meet the military specifications of the Army Combat Uniform with enhanced features for the needs of the Law Enforcement Community.  Trousers shall have a Numeric size waist with a zipper fly, back left and right single welt, button flap hip pockets, two angled front slash pockets, two partial bellows pockets and two lower leg pockets.  In addition the trousers will have double knees for removable foam pads.
Waist Design:

Alpha sizing preferred but numerical sizing accepted as long as it corresponds to the larger end of the alpha sizing range, with a banded gripper waistband.  The jacquard waistband shall be 2 inches wide when finished and have a 3-row Neoprine Gripper.  In addition there will be a drawstring of 100% Denure textured nylon in a basket weave construction, inserted through ½ inch straight cut vertical buttonhole on 3/8 inch sewn eyelet with knotted ends for adjustable waist.   The ends shall be heat cut to prevent raveling.  There will be 2 YKK spring- loaded, black oxidized military finish snap closures.  The trousers shall be closed with a #5 YKK brass tooth and pull zipper and have a brass bottom stop at the base of the zipper chain.  The fly shall have J stitching 2 inches from fly edge.  Top fly shall be edge stitched 1/16-1/8 inch.  The waistband belt loops shall be of double fabric thickness, butted on reverse side and blind stitched.   Side and front loops will be oversized at 3” X 1.75”.  Belt loops smaller than 3”X1.75” will be cause for rejection.  
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  Reinforcements:

Reinforced seat with single needle stitching.

Reinforced internal knee pockets for kneepad inserts, with easy access external hook and loop opening.

Pocketing Design:

Trousers shall have back left and right single welt hip pockets with a covered flap concealing two button closures.  The pocket opening shall be minimum of 5 ¾

inches and 7 ¼ inches deep.  The welt shall measure at least ¼ inch. Buttonholes shall be eyelet-end tapered bar type worked over gimp.  The buttonholes shall be clean cut with the stitching securely caught in fabric.  Buttons shall be dull finish, 4 holes, 20 ligne conforming to GSD.

The two angled front slash pockets will have a minimum opening of 6 ½ inches and be 10 inches deep.  There will be a coin pocket inside of the right slash pocket 4 ¼ inches by 3 ¾  inches.  The lining for the side and hip pockets must meet GSD with fabric content black 5.04 oz QST Starspun.  

There are two partial bellows pockets, one on each leg, with 3 pleat cargo (GSD) and finished eyelet drain holes.  The bellows will be located at the backside of each leg and shall contain a barrel lock and elastic webbing inserted through eyelet at the top of pocket.  The barrel lock webbing shall be 3/8 inch wide and 2 inches in length (doubled) finishing approximately ¾ inch.  The Barrel lock shall possess ½ inch x 3/8 inch elliptical or 3/8 inch round minimum push-button size to easily operate with gloves and to meet MIL-PRF-5038, Type III.  The spring inside barrel lock must be metal to prevent breakage when cold.  A plastic spring in the barrel lock will be cause for rejection.  The ends of the bottom hem webbing shall be heat cut to prevent raveling.  Cargo pockets and flaps shall be closed with 2 pieces of loop fasteners 1 ½   inches wide by 2 inches long and the hook fasteners for each pocket shall be 1 inch wide by 1 inch long.  Hook and loop fastener tape shall conform to type II, class 1 of A-A-55126.  Split edges are not permitted.  

The opening for the lower leg pockets will be 4 inches wide and 6 inches deep.  The pockets and flaps shall have two pieces of hook on the hem of the pocket and a 4-inch loop on the flap; and shall have a sewn in eyelet at the bottom of the pocket bellow.  Both cargo and lower leg pocket flaps shall be set ½” from the folded edge of pocket top.  All pocket flaps must be fused.  Non-fused pocket flaps will be cause for rejection.
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Leg Hem:

The bottom hem of trousers shall have front position leg ties.  Drawstrings shall consist of 3/8 inch nylon (GST) approximately 32 inches long and finished with knotted ends and sewn eyelet exit holes.  Failure to knot ends or sew exit holes will be cause for rejection.  The bottom hem shall be 7/8 inch wide.

Seaming:

Thread for all seaming shall be Poly Core Cotton Covered, commercial size no. 50 with a minimum breaking strength of 3.2 pounds. The trousers shall have a double needle 

stitched seat patch.  All seams 10-12 stitches per inch.  In seam, out seam and seat seam, must be two needle-felled construction.  All seam settings must be accomplished with no “puckering” in the seam panes.  New garments submitted with visible “puckering” will be rejected.

Knee Patch:

The trousers shall have an external knee patch on each leg, with a 6-inch minimum opening (between bar tacks) for foam insert and hook and loop closure at bottom.  The knee patch channel stitching for pad must be 6-inch minimum width.  

Label:

Size label shall be located in the waistband near the center back, sewn under the waistband.   Label shall provide the following information:  size, fiber content, care instructions and country of origin.   The label must also meet GSD for color, and durability.

LINE ITEM #54 - IDNR – (PROPERTY) COVERALLS, INSULATED, BROWN DUCK 
Fabric:  outer shell shall be 12 oz. 100% cotton duck with water repellent finish
Color:  Brown Duck
Insulation:  Insulation:  8 oz. 808 Hollofil or approved equal and quilted to 100% brushed black nylon tricot.

Thread:  Tex40 D-core cotton wrapped/polyester core thread

Design: Pleated bi-swing back.  Reinforced bar-tacks at all stress points.  Front zipper and leg zippers with snap close storm flaps.  Double needle construction for added durability.
Body Detail:  The front shall have two zippered chest pockets and two front swing pockets.  Reinforced waistband with four-needle stitching.  A hammer loop shall be on the left leg. Reinforced knees with patches.  Two reinforced hip pockets, with a zipper closure on the left one. Storm flap along each leg and snap adjustment at leg bottom.  

Pockets:  Two zippered chest pockets measuring approximately 6 ¾” long and 7” wide bar-tacked for durability.  Two deep front swing pockets measuring approximately 12” long by 7” wide located in front.  A double ruled pocket on the right leg measuring approximately 4 1/2” long by 3” wide.   Two large 8” x 7” pockets located on the back with a zipper closure on the left pocket.  A pencil pocket shall be located on the left sleeve. 

Zippers:  Each coverall shall have a 24” #5 brass two-way zipper in front and two full length #5 brass zippers with bell-tabs down each leg.  The zippers located in the left hip pocket and the two located in the front chest pocket shall be #4 brass zippers with a bar pull. 
Sleeves:  The sleeves shall be on-piece set-in with a single needle stitching, and finished with a 1 ½” 100% knit hidden storm cuff 2 ½” wide. 

Collar and Hood:  The collar shall be an edge stitched convertible corduroy collar with snap for hood attachment and a snap closure lapel. 

Labeling:  Each coverall shall have a sewn in woven size label with care instructions and a hand tag with size and warranty instructions.

LINE ITEM #55 – IDNR – (PROPERTY) – COVERALLS, NON-INSULATED, BROWN DUCK

Description:  Synthetic, zipper front coveralls
Design:  One piece, bi-swing, zipper front, hemmed cuffs.  One-piece topstitched collar.  Side vent openings overlapped with separate facing.  Separate lapel facings.  Two patch breast pocket with pencil stall in left pocket.  Two patch hip pockets.   Rule pocket. Two swing pockets. 

Fabric:  65% polyester/35% cotton, 7.5 oz. to 7.75 oz. per square yard, 2 x 1 fine line twill with a durable press finish.  Front pockets- 65% polyester/35% cotton twill, natural, 5.6 oz per sq. yd. 

Color:  Brown

Closures:  Front closure, #5 brass, two-way zipper.  One 16 ligne stainless steel gripper at neck and top of zipper. 

Seams:  Shoulder, sleeve, jacket side seams, pant out seams and seat seam shall be sewn with a ¼” safety stitch with over edge stitching.  Jacket and pant sections shall be joined with a tandem needle chain stitch.  Front swing pockets shall be stitched, turned and restitched.  Double sewn front crotch seams.  Pant inseams shall be sewn with a felled seam.  All seams shall be sewn with polyester thread. 
Front Pockets:  Front pockets shall be a swing pocket with a separate facing and bar-tacked at bottom of opening. 

Hip Pockets:  Two patch pockets of body fabric on hips sewn with a single needle lock-stitch.  Approximately finished size 7 7/8” wide x 8 ½” deep and diagonal bar-tacks at the corners. 

Breast Pockets:  Two patch pockets of body fabric on breast sewn with a single needle lock stitch.   Approximate finished size 5 ¼” wide x 5 ¾” deep. 

Rule Pocket:  Two pice patch pocket of body fabric on right side, down from hip pocket.  Right side finished in side seam. Bar-tacked at points. 

Side Openings:  Separate side facing.  Opening approximately 6 ¼” long. 

Back:  One piece, bi-swing pleat from shoulder to waist. 

Waistband:  Outside band of body fabric finishes approximately 1 ¾”.  Inside band of pocketing fabric finishes approximately 1 3/16”.  Jacket and pants shall be joined by band with a four needle chain stitch. 

Finishing:  All loose threads shall be removed.

LINE ITEM #56  - IDNR – (PROPERTY) OVERALLS, INSULATED, BROWN DUCK
Fabric:  outer shell 12 oz. 100% cotton duck with water repellent finish
Color:  Brown Duck

Insulation:  8 oz. 808 Hollofil or approved equal and quilted to 100% brushed black nylon tricot

Thread:  Tex40 D-core cotton wrapped/polyester core thread
Design:  Insulated full length duck bid overall, adjustable elastic straps and reinforced bar tacks at all stress points. Reinforced waistband with four needle stitching.  Double needle stitching.  Black taffeta lining. Double knees.  Hammer loop and oversized utility pocket.

Pockets:  Two deep front pockets and two reinforced hip pockets. The left hip pocket shall have a zipper closure.  Double ruled pocket on right leg.  Hand pockets hall be lined.  All pockets reinforced and bar tacked for durability.

Collar: The collar is to measure 3-3/4" at the points and 4-1/2" at the center.  There shall be no zig-zag stitching in the under collar.  There shall be a loop hanger made out of the outer-shell fabric at the center of the under collar. On the under collar there shall be a 10” zipper closure for the permanently attached hood which can be stored when not in use.  There shall be collar tab on each side of the collar to protect user from the zipper slider of the attaching liner

The hood shall be a three-piece design and shall be lined with the waterproof fabric; there shall be an elasticized drawstring cord and barrel clips at the ends so the hood can be drawn around the face. The hood shall store flat between the outer-shell and the lining.  

Back Design: There shall be plain full cut back with a 15” zipper opening at the bottom about 3-1/2’ above the back waistband. There shall be a separately cut elasticized waistband that measures approximately 2-1/2” wide and sewn with double needle. 
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Sleeves: The sleeves shall be a two-piece athletic cut design with adjustable cuffs. 

The sleeves shall have an 8” zipper opening to allow ventilation and access to the inside of the jacket.

The adjustable cuffs shall measure approximately 1-1/2" wide and shall have an adjustment tab that measures 1-1/2" wide at the widest and tapers to 1-1/4” wide and 3-1/2” long. There shall be a snap set on the tab and will anchor to the two snap fasteners set on the plain side. Half of the cuffs shall be 1-1/2" heavy-duty elastic stretched and sewn with double needle. The top half of the cuffs shall be plain and interlined

Epaulets: There shall be permanent epaulets set on the shoulders that measure 2" at the shoulders and 2" at the points.  There shall be a snap at the pointed end, which shall attach to the shoulder snap of the jacket. 

Side Vents: There shall be black nylon coil zippers sewn into each side seam to allow access to the weapon and equipment. The zipper shall be set to both the shell and the permanent lining.  The zippers shall be approximately ten (10”) inches in length to allow access to duty belt and equipment. The side vents shall have double protective zipper plackets that are set behind each zipper. The zipper side vent plackets shall measure approximately 2” wide by 10’ long and a snap shall be set on the top and bottom of these plackets to secure them in place. There shall be side tabs with snaps for closing the bottom of the side vents. The tabs shall measure about 3" in length and 2" in width, with a snap fastener at the point so that the tab can be secured back for storage or snapped for use.
