Example Interfaces

Listed below are examples of the types of interfaces for which the winning Respondent will be responsible.
· Department of Correction (SAVIN)

· JTAC (eCWS; also working on Odyssey)

· State Police (AFIS & CHRIS)

· Allen County (Software Unlimited)

· Elkhart County (Software Unlimited)

· Lake County (CourtView)

· Marion County (JUSTIS)

· Doxpop/CSI (e-filing with JTS)

Data is exchanged as follows:

State Police:
The IPAC PCMS receives arrest data from the State Police 52 times per day.  It sends criminal history data to the State Police once per day.

Department of Correction (SAVIN):
The IPAC PCMS sends victim notification data to the DoC once per day.

CSIDoxpop:

The IPAC PCMS sends filing request data to CSI/Doxpop 260 times per day. It receives filed data from CSI/Doxpop 260 times per day.

JTAC:
The IPAC PCMS receives citation data from JTA four times per day.

CourtView:
The IPAC PCMS sends arrest data to CourtView in Lake County 360 times per day.

CourtView and JUSTUS:
The IPAC PCMS receives criminal data once per day and it sends cross-match reports (statewide criminal history) once per day.

Note - In the future, it is anticipated that the IPAC PCMS will move all interfaces listed above to the Indiana Statewide Enterprise Service Bus (ESB), and then the Statewide ESB will interface to those systems.
