Common Core Extension
Sophie is a 7 year old 1st grader with severe disabilities. Her IEP team includes Sophie, her parents, the special education teacher of record, speech therapist, physical therapist, occupational therapist and the general education teachers from the 1st grade team to which Sophie is assigned. The TOR gave Sophie’s parents and therapists copies of the Common Core State Standards prior to the meeting. The TOR explains to Sophie’s parents how the extensions have been developed to help students like her access the state standards and are used by the state to develop the alternate assessment.  Sophie uses an AAC device for communication. The IEP committee discussed the need for specific symbols related to English/Language Arts that would need to be added in her AAC system for her 1st grade year.  One goal that was also discussed was be Sophie’s need to learn how to select a picture from an array of pictures from her online textbook/dictionary/related resources to express key concepts. A software system that generates picture-word symbols was discussed as an accommodation.  
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Key Ideas and Details:

Identify the main topic and retell key details of a text.

	
Assistive technology may be needed for student response. 

Some possible forms may include: 

· laser head pointer
· AAC device
·  IntelliKeys 
·  head switch 
·  touch screen 

	· Pre-reading: Take a picture walk to preview a text before reading. Discuss with student what they think will happen. After book is read go back and check predictions. Teacher chooses a book with text and pictures.
· As student looks at book, teacher reads aloud.
· As teacher reads book he/she stops after each page to show cards from a word/picture bank that illustrate key details of the text
· After reading, teacher provided 3 word/picture bank cards and has student answer questions  about main topic and details of text  by pointing at the correct answer (or using AAC communication device to provide answers)
· The word/picture bank cards can then be put on a poster to illustrate the chronological order of events in the story to reference later if needed.  
· Extension: use cards to compare/contrast the details of this book via a Venn diagram with a past book that has been read and discussed
