SUMMARY OF CHANGES
Cost Proposal

There is a new addition to the cost proposal.  Please see Cost Proposal REVISED for the new bid information. 
Instructions:  Respondents are to fill in the yellow shaded fields only.  The worksheet has been locked to ensure the integrity of the formulas used to calculate the Total Bid Amount.  To facilitate understanding of this worksheet, rates have been pre-entered into the yellow fields to serve as examples.  You are expected to change these rates in order to enter your own.  The Total Bid Amount is used in both the MWBE Sub-contractor Commitment Form and the Indiana Economic Impact Form.  This amount is also used to establish each respondent’s cost score.  For more information on the cost scoring method used for this solicitation, please see the amendment to section 2.3.4 of the RFP document below.  

Current rates for the Money Follows the Person are in the Cost Proposal.  Please use the YELLOW fields to submit your bid for each line item.  The worksheet will automatically calculate your Total Bid Amount for one (1) annual period based on the line item rates entered.  The assumptions used to calculate the Total Bid Amount are universal across all respondents and are as follows:  It is assumed that each respondent will in fact achieve the transition benchmark goals for each month outlined in the Scope of Work; Respondents will receive credit for the incentive payment each month. Additional assumptions are based on historical volumes (85 Record Reviews/Month, 78 Eligibility Screenings/Month, 39 Preliminary Determinations/Monthly).  Targeted Case Management Rates are calculated assuming 32 (1/4 hour) units per each monthly benchmark transition.  Flat rate monthly costs are simply applied at the same rate across all 12 months.  The sum of these rates is calculated at the bottom of each monthly column.  Finally, all months are summarized to arrive at your Total Bid Amount.  For your convenience, the State’s Baseline amount and your bid’s percentage change from this amount are located at the bottom of the chart.    

It is import to note that the formulas, forecasted volumes, and benchmark transition goals are simply used in this application to provide an objective method for calculating and comparing Total Bid Amounts among Respondent’s.  None of this information should be misconstrued as a guaranteed or anticipated contract amount.   

Section 2.3.4 is amended to read as follows:

Price will be measured against the State’s baseline cost of $450,408.76.  Cost scoring points will be assigned as follows: 

· Respondents who meet the State’s current baseline cost will receive zero (0) cost points.

· Respondents who propose a decrease to the State’s current costs will receive positive points at the same rate as bid increasing cost. 

· Respondents who propose an increase to the State’s current cost will receive negative points at the same rate as bid lowering cost. 

· Respondents who propose a 10% decrease to the State’s current baseline cost will receive all of the available cost points.

· If multiple Respondents decrease costs below 10% of the current baseline, an additional 5 points will be added to the Respondent proposing the lowest cost to the State.

In consideration for the extension to the question/answer response time and the addition to the cost proposal, the new deadline for responses to be received is amended to 3:00 pm Friday May 17th 2013.  All other conditions stipulating the delivery and timeliness of responses outlined in the RFP remain in effect.
