Summary of Changes:

None.

Respondents are required to provide at least three brands of products for each HCPCS code on Attachment E, in order to provide members with maximum flexibility and a variety of products to meet their needs.

When responding to Attachment E, Respondents should consider that the State has a preference for a single product that meets the description of each HCPCS code.  However, if the Respondent is not able to offer three brands of such products, the State will accept a “kit” comprised of other products, subject to final approval of the awarded vendor’s (or vendors’) product offerings before the service start date.  

Respondents who are offering one or more kits to satisfy such HCPCS codes should specify each product that each kit will contain, including the brand, product number, and description for each component in Attachment E.  Contractor(s) will only be permitted to bill for specific prescribed items and shall not use “kits” to increase the number or cost of products provided to members.

As a reminder to Respondents, the State may reject product items that are not of satisfactory quality and require that the Contractor offer a suitable replacement at or below the cost of the item deemed unsatisfactory.  The State may also use the clarification process described in RFP section 1.11 as it reviews proposals.
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
