Skills Testing Specifications
Mandatory Requirements
Respondent must propose a test solution as part of the response.  The solution must include a motorcycle/MDC A test and a three-wheel/sidecar test.  Respondent should include diagrams with the proposed tests.  Respondent should provide proposed scoring criteria.
The Respondent’s solution must include a description of the training it will provide for its examiners.
The Respondent should consider all of the following when developing its proposal.
Contractor must adhere to IC 9-24-8 and 140 IAC 7 (excerpts of 140 IAC 7 are provided below).
Contractor shall administer motorcycle skills tests for Indiana citizens attempting to qualify for motorcycle endorsement on their driver’s license.  Certified motorcycle skills test examiners (as defined below) shall administer the skills test as approved by the BMV.

Contractor shall train motorcycle skills test examiners to perform services under this contract.  Contractor must train and retain a sufficient number of skills test examiners to satisfy public demand for testing. The training session shall include a general overview and history of the program, instruction on how to appropriately process pertinent forms and three (3) hours of instruction focusing on how to set up the course and properly evaluate the riders.  Contractor shall provide the BMV with the schedule, including: date, time, and location of all examiner training sessions.  The Contractor shall submit a list of all examiners that will be administering tests to the BMV. Only properly certified motorcycle skills test examiners may administer a skills test. 


140 IAC 7-2-6 Motorcycle skills test
Authority: IC 9-14-2-2; IC 9-24-10-2
Affected: IC 9-24-8
Sec. 6. (a) An applicant for motorcycle endorsement or motorcycle operator's license must take an operational skills test administered by a person whom the commissioner, or his or her designee, approves as a motorcycle operational skills test examiner. No person who has been an instructor or owner of a school offering motorcycle instruction for a fee may administer an operational skills test to an applicant who was a student of such school.
(b) The operational skills test must include maneuvers with a motorcycle involving proper starting, stopping, turning, braking, riding through obstacles, changing traffic lanes, and the testing of other areas of riding skills. The applicant must receive fewer than eleven (11) penalty points to pass the skills test. If the applicant is assessed eleven (11) penalty points any time prior to the completion of the test, the examination attempt will be terminated.
(c) A person who fails the operational skills test must wait until the next business day before being allowed to retake the operational skills test.
(d) All persons must wear a motorcycle helmet during the operational skills test.
(e) Every applicant must sign a waiver of liability prior to taking an operational skills test. The waiver must include the following information:
(1) The applicant understands they are taking a motorcycle operational skills test and believes they are qualified to take such test.
(2) The applicant will hold the commission, the state, the owners of the test site, and the motorcycle examiner harmless for any injury that the applicant or the applicant's motorcycle and equipment, or all, might sustain from any accident during the operational skills test.

140 IAC 7-2-9 Fees for operational skills test
Authority: IC 9-14-2-2; IC 9-24-10-2; IC 9-29-9-12
Affected: IC 9-24-8; IC 9-29
Sec. 9. An applicant for a motorcycle operational skills test shall pay the lawful fee to the approved motorcycle examiner prior to taking the operational skills test. A bureau approved organization that provides operational skills tests may charge reasonable fees for each operational skills test that the organizational administers in an amount to cover its reasonable administrative costs and five dollars ($5) for the operational skills test examiner. Fees collected by a certified motorcycle examiner who is not a state employee shall be retained by such examiner for services rendered. 140 IAC 7-2-10 Approved motorcycle examiners; qualifications
Authority: IC 9-14-2-2; IC 9-24-10-2
Affected: IC 9-24-8
Sec. 10. An applicant to be an approved motorcycle skills test examiner must meet the following qualifications:
(1) Be twenty-one (21) years of age or older.
(2) Possess a valid Indiana operator's, chauffeur's, or public passenger chauffeur's driver's license with a motorcycle endorsement, or a motorcycle operator's driver's license.
(3) Have successfully completed a bureau approved motorcycle safety training course.
(4) An approved motorcycle skills test examiner must give a minimum of five (5) operational skills tests each year to maintain the approval.

Contractor shall keep the test site free of obstacles and debris when setting up the course and during testing.  Contractor shall keep other applicants and their motorcycles at a safe distance from where testing is being conducted.  
While tests will not be conducted in hazardous weather, an applicant will not be denied the opportunity to take the skills test as long as the environment is not deemed unsafe, at the discretion of the Examiner.
Examiners shall be positioned on the test range during testing in a manner that provides adequate visibility of the rider performance and accurate scoring and ensures the safety of the examiner(s) and participant(s).

PRIOR TO TESTING:
Collect applicant’s driver’s license, motorcycle learner permit.
Examine the driver’s license and permit. Confirm the expiration date and ensure driver’s license     numbers match. 
Any person seeking to attempt a motorcycle skills test during a normally scheduled skills test session must possess a valid, unexpired Indiana Motorcycle Learner’s Permit.  
Contractor may not administer any skills tests without the applicant possessing a valid Indiana license and/or valid motorcycle learner permit or affidavit. 
TESTING:
· The test must be developed to be administered accurately and consistently by a non-motorcyclist examiner.
· The scoring criteria must be objective. Applicants should be able to safely operate the motorcycle they intend to test on.
· Examiners are not instructors; motorcycle skills tests are not training sessions. Examiners may tell the applicant what to do; not how to do it. 
· Examiners shall be positioned on the test range during testing in a manner that provides adequate visibility of the rider’s performance and accurate scoring and ensures the safety of the examiner(s) and participant(s).


  MOTORCYCLE SIZE
Any stock motorcycle may be used for the test. 
A person may test on a motor-driven cycle (MDC) A.  The permit must indicate the test was completed on a MDCA.
Tests conducted on a MDC B are not accepted by the BMV.
         
TEST TERMINATION
Applicants’ committing an intentional unsafe act, falling with or dropping their motorcycle at any time after the applicant begins the test until the completion of the final exercise shall  have their test terminated and receive a failure of the skills test.
 TEST RESULTS
 If the applicant passes the skills test, the examiner shall sign, date and stamp the lower portion    on the back of the learner permit and return the permit to the applicant.
If the applicant fails the skills test, the examiner shall fill out the top portion on the back of the learner permit as FMST (failed motorcycle skills test), complete the remaining information, date, site and initial in the appropriate areas then return the permit to the applicant.

The data shall be forwarded to the BMV within fourteen (14) days of the skills test session date. 
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
