1.  After further internal discussion regarding the 120 limit originally set forth in the Cost Proposal, DOC has revised the RFP to remove it.  For this reason, the Cost Proposal section of the RFP (Section 2.5) is being revised to read as follows. 

The IDOC requires, at a minimum, licensing for access to the materials for an unlimited number of users with an unlimited number of searches in the law libraries, regardless of the number of computers used in each law library.  As long as the CD’s (external hard drive, etc.) supplied, even if one, can be utilized to provide the access to the materials services to all the computers used in a law library (through, for example, a server), additional CD’s won’t be required; however, this is does not mean that single CD for each law library will meet the RFP specifications.  In the event a single CD cannot provide services to all law library computers in any IDOC law library due to the technology limitations in that law library, more than one CD, or even one CD for each computer, may be necessary to service all the computers there.    Each additional CD shall include the same licensing and access as other CD’s.  To recognize that this may cause an additional expense to the Vendor, the Cost Proposal allows respondents the option to specify a surcharge for each additional CD.   

The cost proposed by respondent shall be inclusive of all costs, including delivery, materials, licensing, updates, and technical assistance.   Technical assistance shall include assuring the CDs are installed and operating properly, and training of law library staff, and a toll free number for reporting problems or obtaining technical assistance.   Vendor shall invoice each IDOC facility equally on a quarterly basis a pro-rata amount (based on the Contract term).   Respondents shall follow this simple format and provide their responses as Attachment D.
