2.4.01 Respondent shall follow the format of this Technical Proposal, by 
responding to each specification in the order set forth herein, with 
respondent’s responses matching the numeration set forth herein.

This is in addition to 
respondent providing an explanation of how its proposal meets the 
specification.

2.4.02 The Vendor shall provide computer based format versions of law books 
and publications reporting case law and other legal research information 
(hereinafter collectively referred to as “Legal Research Information”) on 
CD-ROM, DVD, or external drive, for use computer located in prison law 
libraries of the Indiana Department of Correction.   The Legal Research 

Information shall not be provided through the Internet.


Respondent shall provide a sample copy of the materials in Windows 


format for evaluation purposes.   Respondent should include a general 

summary of the delivery method it will use for the materials (CD-


ROM, 
DVD, external drive, etc) and it shall state whether or not the 


materials are to be provided through the Internet.

The IDOC believes its inclusion of the phrase “or equivalent” by each requested publication above is sufficient to inform proposed respondents that a publication containing the equivalent information is acceptable.  If a publication is being proposed that allows access to the same information that is generally sought in the publication listed by those doing legal research it will be considered equivalent.   The IDOC will accept as an equivalent to the West’s Indiana Digest and Federal Indiana Digest, a proposed system that allows an electronic search of Indiana and Federal Cases, by key word or phrase.  A respondent offering such an equivalent should explain in its response how this system is equivalent to the digests.

2.4.04 The legal research materials will be in a format that includes a menu, and 
a desktop icon to open.

2.4.05 The legal research materials will be in a format that allows the materials to 
be searched electronically by word or phrase. 

Respondent shall indicate whether or not its proposal meets this 
specification.

2.4.06 The legal research materials will be in a format that allows them to 
materials to be accessed and printed.

Respondent shall indicate whether or not its proposal meets this specification.

2.4.07 The legal research materials shall be usable in and PC/Windows based 
workstation using Microsoft Word and Windows.
Respondent shall indicate whether or not its proposal meets this specification.

2.4.08 There shall be no limit to the number of IDOC workstations/ terminals 
IDOC incarcerated offenders and law library staff may use to access the 
legal research materials as long as those workstations/terminals are being 
used solely for legal research or assisting incarcerated IDOC offenders 
with legal research at IDOC workstations or terminals.   Up to 120 

computers may be used concurrently inclusive of cost, with each computer 
over 120 paid by computer.

2.4.09 Vendor shall provide quarterly updates of its Legal Research Materials, by 
use of CD-ROM, DVD’s, or portable or external hard drives.


Respondent shall indicate whether or not it agrees to meet this 
specification.
2.4.010 Vendor shall allow downloading the Legal Research Materials onto IDOC 
servers dedicated to law library workstations/terminals; or (b) the loading 
the information onto the hard drive of individual workstations or terminals 
at each IDOC facility; or (c) allowing the materials to be shared by being 
continually linked to a dedicated server that is shared by a number of 
workstations or terminals.   

Respondent shall indicate whether or not it agrees to meet this 
specification.
2.4.011 Vendor indicates in its proposal that it will allow the CD, DVD, or 
portable or external hard drive used at each law library to remain in the 
possession of the IDOC until it is exchanged with a new portable hard 
drive containing the quarterly update to the legal research materials.

Respondent shall indicate whether or not it agrees to meet this 
specification.
2.4.012 Vendor’s provision of legal research materials shall include a license for 
offenders to use the materials, search engine, and navigation systems 
software for research.  This license shall include IDOC law librarians 
assisting offenders doing legal research.  The license shall end upon 
termination of the Contract.

2.4.013 Vendor shall provide customer support, technical support, and training.

Respondent shall indicate whether or not it agrees to meet this 
specification, and summarize the type of support and training it will 
provide.
2.4.014 The Legal Research Materials provided by Respondent shall include both 
the Indiana Criminal Code of Indiana in effect prior to July 1, 2014, and 
the criminal code in effect after July 1, 2014 (this is due to a July 1, 2014 
general revision of the Indiana Criminal Code).
