Technical Proposal (Attachment F)
In specification 2.4.9.2 of the RFP, the IDOC has prohibited anything but an APP for commissary ordering as far as technology goes in the RFP.   The IDOC has indicated in the RFP that the IDOC desires and plans to issue a separate RFP for the listed technology services.
However, the IDOC recognizes that it has also opened the RFP up to alternative proposals to replace one or more of PEN’s current commissary operations, and those operations do currently include kiosk based commissary ordering.  To prevent limiting proposals to replace this area of operations, the IDOC believes it to be in the State’s best interest to allow consideration of a tablet based commissary ordering system in the alternate proposal to replace the kiosk based commissary ordering that is part of PEN’s current operations.  Such an allowance will not be made for Bulk Supply proposals, which should continue to adhere to the prohibition against the technologies listed in Specification 2.4.9.2 of the RFP.  This allowance does not increase the alternate proposals that may be submitted, and Respondents continue to be limited to submitting one alternate proposal total in response to the RFP.

With tablet based commissary ordering now being permitted for the alternate proposals, the IDOC wishes to inform potential respondents that the IDOC highly prefers to specify and select through a separate competitive process the tablet based system that it will use for a number of tablet based programming and capabilities of which commissary ordering is just one of many.  Additionally, the IDOC highly prefers the tablet based system to be solicited be based on the IDOC’s own specifications with regard to capability, security, access, software, network, revenue generating features, and other platform considerations, which the IDOC will specify in a separate RFP.  Therefore, in assessing alternate proposals, the IDOC, will not find of value any capabilities, functionalities, capabilities, or proposed services of a tablet based system beyond the capability of electronic commissary ordering.  This specifically includes the potential to generate revenue.  Furthermore, any assessment of electronic commissary ordering proposed will be assessed in light of the consideration that PEN Products operations currently utilize kiosk based electronic commissary ordering provided at no cost to the State or to offenders until the IDOC transfers to a tablet based system.
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
