Silence of Specifications
The apparent silence of these specifications as to any details or the omission from it of a detail description concerning any point shall be interpreted as meaning that only the best commercial practices are to prevail, and that only materials and/or workmanship of finest quality shall be used. 

Standard of Quality

The item(s) specified in this program by brand name are intended to establish a standard of quality, which will be required.  The vendor must indicate on Attachment D those items being submitted as an “equivalent” and specify the fabric, color, and manufacturer for each item that is being submitted as equivalents to be considered for approval.  Further, complete specifications of garments and any/all deviations that are requesting to be considered as equivalent must be attached and noted on Attachment O.  Failure of the respondent to submit complete specifications along with variances noted of each alternative items, may result in the respondents proposal being deemed non-responsive by the Department of Administration. 

Identification Tags

This product and all of its components shall have a sewn in labels or permanent marking covering the following areas;

Fabric/Material Contents - Shall have a permanent identification tag stating fabric or material contents.

Care Instructions - Shall have a permanent identification tag stating proper Care instructions.  

Sizing -
“Alpha sizing preferred but numerical sizing accepted as long as it corresponds to the larger end of the alpha sizing range.”

Shall have a permanent identification tag stating size.

Shall have a permanent label that stating lot number and WPL number of the product.

The labels for permanent press or fine washable shall reflect specific washing and care instructions.

Product Availability
Vendor(s) agrees to maintain adequate on hand inventory to meet the required delivery dates on common, special, and special order sizes.

Sizing Chart

Respondent shall supply a sizing chart at time of proposal submittal and at award to the using agencies that addresses the following areas; sizes, Pants - waist, seat (hip), rise, thigh, knee, bottom measurements.  Shirts – neck, chest, and sleeve length.

Warranty
Limited Warranty: The sample and contract garments shall carry a manufacturer's printed warranty hangtag. A sample warranty hangtag must accompany the bid package as well. The tag shall instruct the owner of their rights under the warranty.


Limited warranty will contain at a minimum the following:

Warranty Coverage: Manufacturer agrees to warrant to the original purchaser that the product will be free from defects in materials and workmanship for a period of three years from date of purchase. The product will remain waterproof in normal use for a period of three years from date of purchase.




   

Warranty Service: Should a covered product become defective or lose waterproofness during the warranty period, simply return it to the warranty period, simply return it to the manufacturer with dated 

proof of purchase. The manufacturer agrees to repair or replace at its option any item determined to be defective and will return to purchaser at no charge.


Limitations:  This warranty does not cover abnormal wear and tear, nor the 

color fastness of fluorescent fabrics, nor damage from chemicals, fire, misuse, accident, or negligence. 

All material shall be new, of current manufacture and shall carry the standard warranties prescribe for each specific fabric.  Vendor shall submit to the agency, if requested, new fabrics to test as they come on the market.  Additional or reduced cost for new fabrics for each item shall be negotiated and agreed upon by all parties, vendor, agency and Contract Manager with Department of Administration.  Supporting documentation showing increased or decreased costs shall include invoices of old fabric vs. cost of new fabric. 

Workmanship and products shall be in accordance with standard practices of the trade.  Special attention is directed to seams tearing at the seam line, gathering fabric or puckering of garments after wear is not acceptable.  Garments must be fully warranted against defects for a minimum of 90 days.  

Appearance Standards

In order to provide the best Quality, most consistently made knit shirts, you must construct this product in accordance with these strict guidelines. The collars must be correctly tapered, finishing from 3" at the center back to 2⅝" at the front tip, unless specified otherwise. Collars will be evenly balanced from side to side, with no twist or high/ low areas along the stitch line. The neck tape will be sewn tension free without any roping or puckering. The center back of the collar will fold over so as to completely cover the neck seam in its entirety and remain that way naturally. All excess fabric must be neatly trimmed from the inside of the folded placket edges to form smooth clean lapels. The placket will be set vertical to the hem, with care taken to make sure that the placket box stitch is symmetrical to ¼" on both sides and level across the bottom. No dimpling or pleating will be accepted on the front lower placket at the point of placket fold and box stitch. The placket will be beaded and stitched so as not to show the inside edge of the placket, particularly with a contrasting inside placket facing. Button spacing will be even and consistent with no fullness between buttons. Seam allowances and stitch counts must be maintained. Once completed, the finished garment is carefully inspected and trimmed of any and all excess threads. It will then be packaged in such a way as to highlight the quality of a well-constructed product with folds that are crisp and sharp and finished to the required bag size. Be sure to fill the poly bag properly. Garments will be placed in the cartons neatly, so as not to diminish the outward appearance of shirts in any way during shipment and final delivery.
The fabric used is to include a fashion clean finish, soil release that combines with color bright retention, have moisture absorbency and provide maximum comfort.  Successful vendor must provide one quarter yard of the specified fabric prior to manufacture for testing purposes, if requested. If requested the fabric shall be received within seven calendar days, including Saturday.  Test to consist of color-fastness, picks and end tensile strength.  Vendor shall also provide a written agreement between the fabrics manufacturer committing to timely deliveries and consistent availability of fabric. 
Packaging

The products shall be individually poly-bagged with style and size indicators. The product shall then be packed into cardboard boxes according to most economical and ergonomically design to protect the product during storage and shipping. The outer shipping carton shall be clearly labeled on one end with purchase order number, style number, quantity, color, and size.

Emblems,  Embelishments,  Logo’s and Silk Screen

All prices are to include the attachment of necessary emblems, embellishments, logo’s, and silk screen. The successful vendor can purchase emblems for the current QPA holder or an approved alternative supplier.  The cost to sew them on is solely the responsibility of the vendor. Shirts, Jackets, and Dress Blouses are to include the Agency Emblem on each sleeve. Some items will require additional specific embellishments as outlined in each item specification.
LINE ITEM #1 – IDNR-(LE) –TROUSER, DRESS, MALE, FORESTRY GREEN, # 92727
Fabric: Burlington Style 645 or approved equal

  55% Dacron® polyester / 45% worsted wool.
 16.5 ‑ 17 oz. per linear yard, elastique weave
 Forestry Green shade number 92727. 
Design: Shall be made on a uniform pattern, having a plain front with quarter top front pockets, a watch pocket, two back pockets, keystone belt loops, and a 1” black stripe

Pockets: The front pocket opening will be a minimum 6½" and be 6" deep from the bottom of the opening. Pockets shall be stitched, turned, and re‑stitched.  The inside front pocket facing shall be a separate piece of self material finishing no less than 1¼" wide.  The back pockets will have a minimum opening of 5½" and be 6" deep.  Sizes 29 and smaller will have a 5” opening.  They shall be made with a Reese PW automatic machine and finished on the outside with an exposed top and bottom cord.  The left pocket shall have a tab to button.  The watch pocket, located approximately 3” to the front of the right side seam at the waistband, shall have an approximate opening of 2¾” and shall be 3” deep.  The front pockets, watch pocket, and back pockets shall have straight bar tacks.

Pocketing: The pocketing is to be black, 70% polyester / 30% cotton plain weave, minimum 3.2 ounces per square yard.

Waistband: The waistband shall be 2” wide and shall close with a crush-proof hook and eye, the eye being bar tacked for stability. The waistband curtain, attached with a ro-cap machine, shall have Snugtex™ and be made of the pocketing fabric. Ban-Rol waistband stiffener, ¾” wide, shall be sewn into the waistband on the front of the trouser from side seam to side seam. The full length of the waistband is fused with Pellon. The trousers are to be made with a continuous closed waistband. The waistband shall be set on and shall be stitched below the lower edge through the outer fabric, and the waistband curtain.
Inside Trim: The right fly and crotch linings shall be the same fabric and color as the waistband curtain.  The right fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly below the zipper.  The crotch lining shall be serged to each front.  A separate French fly made of the outer fabric shall be sewn to the inside right fly.
Belt Loops:  There shall be a minimum of five (5) belt loops on sizes 30 and smaller, and a minimum of seven (7) loops on all waist sizes over 31..  All loops shall be Keystone style measuring 1¾” at the top and 1¼” at the bottom.  The center back loop shall be straight and shall be ¾” wide.  Except for the center back loop, which shall be tacked on, all loops are to be sewn into the top and bottom of the waistband.  They shall accommodate a 1⅝" belt.

Zipper: 

The trousers shall be closed with a YKK brass zipper which has a brass bottom stop at the base of the zipper chain and a brass ratcheting cam lock slider.  The inside left fly will be reinforced with Pellon under the zipper stitching.  A straight bar tack shall be sewn through from the outside of the garment to the inside at the bottom of the fly.  It shall be sewn through the zipper tape, the right and left fly and the right fly lining.  The right and left fly shall be joined by an additional bar tack located below the bottom zipper 
stop on the inside of the trouser.

Stripe: A 1” wide black stripe of Burlington fabric 645-561 shall be sewn over the side seams from the lower waistband seam to the bottom of the trouser leg.

Seaming: The entire trouser is to be seamed with polyester core thread.  The seat seam shall be stitched with a tandem needle seat seaming machine.  All exposed inside seams of the trouser are to be serged.

Finishing and Pressing: All loose threads shall be removed.  Trousers must be pressed completely and properly with the side seam, inseam, and seat seam pressed open.

Labeling: Trousers shall be labeled with the following information: style number, size, fiber content, care 

instructions, WPL number and country of origin

Fabric: Burlington Style 645 or approved equal

 55% Dacron® polyester / 45% worsted wool

 16.5 ‑ 17 oz. per linear yard, elastique weave
 Forestry Green shade number 92727 - Style Number HX2342

Design:  Shall be made on a modified ladies uniform pattern, having one dart on each front panel, quarter top front pockets, two back pockets and a 1” black stripe.

Pockets: The front pocket shall have a minimum opening of 6" and be 5½” deep from the bottom of the opening.  They shall be stitched, turned, and re-stitched.  The inside front pocket facing shall be a separate piece of self material finishing no less than 1¼” wide.  The back pockets will have a minimum opening of 5½” and be 6" deep on size 14 and up.  On sizes 12 and down, the minimum opening will be 5” wide and 6” deep.  They shall be made with a Reese PW automatic machine and finished on the outside with an exposed top and bottom cord.  The left back pocket will close with a tab and button.  All pockets will have straight bar tacks.

Pocketing:  All pocketing shall be black, 75% polyester/25% cotton with a minimum thread count of 86 x 56.  The weight shall be 3.0 yds/lb.

Waistband: The waistband shall be 2” wide and shall close with a crush-proof hook and eye, the eye being bar tacked for stability. The waistband curtain, attached with a ro-cap machine, shall have Snugtex™ and be made of the pocketing fabric. Ban-Rol waistband stiffener, ¾” wide, shall be sewn into the waistband on the front of the trouser from side seam to side seam. The full length of the waistband is fused with Pellon. The trousers are to be made with a continuous closed waistband. The waistband shall be set on and shall be stitched below the lower edge through the outer fabric, and the waistband curtain.
Inside Trim:  T he right fly shall be the same fabric and color as the waistband curtain.  The right fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly below the zipper.

Belt Loops:  There shall be a minimum of five (5) belt loops on sizes 12 and smaller, and a minimum of seven (7) loops on all sizes over 14.  All loops shall be Keystone style measuring 1¾” at the top and 1¼” at the bottom.  The center back loop shall be straight and shall be ¾” wide.  Except for the center back loop, which shall be tacked on, all loops are to be sewn into the top and bottom of the waistband.  They shall accommodate a 1⅝" belt.

Zipper: The trousers shall be closed with a YKK brass zipper which has a brass bottom stop at the base of the zipper chain and a brass ratcheting cam lock slider.  The inside left fly will be reinforced with Pellon under the zipper stitching.  A straight bar tack will be sewn through from the outside of the garment to 
the inside at the bottom of the fly.  It shall be sewn through the zipper tape, the right and left fly and the 
right fly lining.  The right and left fly shall be joined by an additional bar tack located below the bottom zipper stop on the inside of the trouser.

Strip: A 1” wide black stripe of Burlington fabric 645-561 shall be sewn over the side seams from the lower waistband seam to the bottom of the trouser leg.

Seaming: The entire trouser is to be seamed with polyester core thread.  The seat seam shall be stitched with a tandem needle seat seaming machine.  All exposed inside seams of the trousers are to be serged.

Finishing and Pressing: All loose threads shall be removed.  Trousers must be pressed completely and properly with the side seam, inseam, and seat seam pressed open.

Labeling: Trousers shall be labeled with the following information: style number, size, fiber content, care 

instructions, WPL number and country of origin

LINE ITEM #3 - IDNR (PROPERTY) –TROUSER, DRESS, MALE, FORESTRY GREEN
Fabric:  100% Polyester
 Weight 10.25 -10.75 oz per square yard

Color:  Forestry Green

Design: Trouser shall be made on a men's uniform trouser pattern with a plain front, quarter top pockets, a watch pocket and two back pockets.  A crotch lining of the same color and fabric as the waistband curtain and serged to each front.  

Pockets: The pocket lining shall be 65% polyester/35% cotton with a minimum thread count of 68 x 54.  Pocket fabric shall have a durable press finish and black in color. 
Front Pockets:  The front pockets shall have a minimum opening of 6 1/2" and a minimum depth of 6" measured from the bottom of the opening.  Front pockets shall have straight bar tacks at the top and bottom of pocket openings.  Pockets shall be stitched and turned and re-stitched.  The two (2) hip pockets shall have a minimum opening of 5 1/2" and a minimum depth of 6" measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Hip pocket facings shall be made of base fabric and have a minimum depth of 3/4".  The left hip pocket shall have a centered button tab.   Watch Pocket:  Located on the right front at the waistband with a minimum opening and depth of 2 3/4".  The front of the pocket shall be made of pocket fabric and the back of the pocket shall be made of base fabric.  Each corner of the pocket opening shall have firm straight bar tacks.
Waistband: The waistband shall have a finished width of 2" with a crush proof hook and eye closure.  Waistband curtain shall be attached by Ro-cap machine. A non-roll 3/4" stiffener shall be sewn into the waistband.  Waistband shall be constructed with a closed method, set-on and topstitched.
Zipper/Fly: Trouser shall have a brass memory lock zipper and a tab closure on the inside of the right fly.  The tab shall be two-ply made of base fabric.  The right fly shall be lined with the same fabric s the waistband curtain and pockets.  The fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly below the zipper in a neat and durable manner.  A button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the tab.  Fly shall be bar tacked at the bottom through zipper tape.
Seams:  Trouser seams shall be sewn with polyester core or 100% polyester spun thread.  Seat seam shall have a minimum of 2- 3/4" seam allowance to allow for alterations and sewn with a Tandem Needle Machine
Belt  Loops: There shall be a minimum of seven belt loops 3/4" in width of double thickness with a non-woven interlining.  All loops (except for the back center loop) shall be sewn into the bottom of the waistband, with the top of the belt loops caught into the waistband curtain seam.  The bottom of the center back loop shall be tacked to the trouser with the top tacked to the outside of the waistband.
Finishing:  Trousers shall be stitched with matching thread and all top stitching shall be 10-11 stitches per inch.  Trouser must be neatly pressed and properly shaped.  All seams shall be pressed open.  Trouser shall be clean and finished to eliminate loose threads
Labeling: Trousers shall be labeled with the following information: style number, size, fiber content, care 

instructions, WPL number and country of origin
Sizes:  28-62
LINE ITEM #4 & 5- IDNR (PROPERTY) – PANTS, PLEATED, DRESS, MALE AND FEMALE, OLIVE GREEN
Fabric:  65% polyester/35% cotton twill pre-shrunk, with fabric protection
 Weight: 7.8 oz per square yard, 85 x 50 count, 15/1 warp, 10/1 fill yarns.  
Design:  Pants shall be full cut, straight leg, and waistband with belt loops and zip fly.  Front quarter top pockets and 2 pleats in each front panel. Machine wash and dry on warm setting. 
Waistband:  Bottom of waistband curtain stitched.
Pockets:  Double welt hip pockets, button and buttonhole on left hip pocket.  Front Pocket:  shall be stitched, turned, and re-stitched. Pocket and trim shall be black, 100% polyester, no pill construction.  82 x 56 count.  Back Pockets hot cut to eliminate raveling.
Fly:  Crush resistant hook and eye closure, brass zipper. Lined fly with tab running across crotch seams for additional reinforcement.  Buckram canvas fly reinforcement. 
Belt Loops:  Shall be tacked through waistband curtain.
Seams:  The entire trouser is to be seamed with Polyester core or 100% polyester spun thread. Pressed open seams with serged edges.  Double stitched seat seam.  Bar-tacked at all stress points.
Finishing:  Pants shall be stitched with matching thread. Pant to be pressed open at seams with serged edges.   Skirt must be neatly pressed and properly shaped.  Pants shall be clean and finished to eliminate loose threads.  

Labels:  The pants shall have a sewn in label giving care instructions and size. 

Sizes:  Mens - 28-62, Womens – 4-36

LINE ITEM #6 – IDNR (PROPERTY) – TROUSER, WORK, MALE, “DNR” GREEN
Fabric :  65% polyester/35% cotton twill
Weight:  6.5 – 8 oz. / square yard

Construction :  warp: 112, filling: 52 

Fabric to be treated for stain resistance

Color:  “DNR” Green

Design:  Trouser shall be manufactured from a men's uniform trouser pattern, with a plain front, two quarter top front pockets and two hip pockets, in a straight leg style.  Waistband with hook & eye closure.   

Lining Fabric:  Pocket, waistband lining, and fly lining shall be 65% polyester/35% cotton.  Pocket Fabric color shall be black. 

Watch Pocket:  Shall be in the waistband seam, with an approximate 3” opening and bar-tacked at each end. Backside of pocket shall be self-fabric, front side of lining fabric. 

Pockets:  Front Pockets shall be a quarter top style with a minimum opening of 6" and a minimum depth of 5 3/4" measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Pockets shall be stitched, turned, and re-stitched. Pocket facings shall be made of the basic fabric and shall be a minimum of 3" in width.  
 Hip Pockets:  Shall have a minimum opening of 5 1/2" and a minimum depth of 5 3/4 measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Hip pockets shall be a double welt construction with no top stitching.  The corners welts shall be bar tacked. The left hip pocket shall have a button and tab closure.  Pocket bag shall be constructed of lining fabric and shall extend into waistband seam to prevent sagging.         
Waistband:  Trousers shall be made with a continuous closed waistband.  Waistband shall be designed to keep shirt neatly tucked in and provide stretch and support as well as prevent roll-over.  The waistband shall have a finished width of 2" with a 2 1/2" interlined waistband curtain and a crush proof hook and eye closure. Hook and eye shall be reinforced with stays made of a non-woven fabric and anchored by the topstitching.  Raw edges of waistband shall not show under waistband curtain.  The waistband shall be topstitched below the waistband seam.  In the performance stretch waistband, the upper and lower portion of the band should perform different functions.  The upper portion should allow a comfort fit at the waist when bending or sitting, and maintain a crisp, clean appearance at the outer waistband.  This part of the band should have a minimum 10% stretch and be firm enough to prevent waistband roll-over.  The bottom portion of the waistband stretches over the hip to give support to the lower back and abdomen.  In addition, this high stretch portion of the band should constantly be pressed up by the hips, preventing the slack from slipping down while being worn, even if heavy keys and change or other items are carried in the pockets or on the belt.  The three (3) rubberized strands ensure that shirts stay tucked in for neat appearance.
Fly:  Trouser shall have a mental memory lock zipper.  There shall be a buttonhole on the inside right fly.  The right fly shall be lined with the same fabric as the waistband curtain and pockets.  The fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly below the zipper in a neat and durable manner.  A button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the buttonhole.  There shall be a firm straight bar tack at the bottom of the fly going through the zipper tape.  Zipper tape shall match trouser color.
Belt Loops:  There shall be a minimum of 7 belt loops 1" in width of double thickness.  Each loop shall have a non-woven interlining. All loops must be "dropped" with the bottom of the belt loop tacked to the trouser.  The top of all belt loops (except for the center back loop) shall be caught into the waistband curtain seam.  The top of the center back loop shall be tacked to the waistband.
Creases:  The leg creases, front and back shall have a permanent military type crease. 
Finishing and Pressing:  Trousers shall be stitched with matching thread, all top stitching shall be 10-11 stitches per inch.  Trouser must be neatly pressed and properly shaped.  Out seams and inseams shall be pressed open.  Trouser shall be cleaned and finished to eliminate loose threads.  All raw edges shall be neatly finished. 

Labels:  Trouser shall have a permanent size and care label located inside.  An outside waistband label shall show the size, fabric content, cut number, and WPL number.

Fabric :  65% polyester/35% cotton twill
Weight:  6.5 – 8 oz. / square yard

Construction :  warp: 112, filling: 52 

Fabric to be treated for stain resistance

Color:  “DNR” Green

Design:  Trouser shall be manufactured from a women’s uniform trouser pattern, with a plain front, two quarter top front pockets and two hip pockets, in a straight leg style. Waistband with hook & eye closure.   

Lining Fabric: Pocket, waistband lining, and fly lining shall be 65% polyester/35% cotton.  Pocket Fabric color shall be black. 

Watch Pocket:  Shall be in the waistband seam, with an approximate 2 ½” opening and bar-tacked at each end. Backside of pocket shall be self-fabric, front side of lining fabric. 

Pockets:  Front Pockets shall be a quarter top style with a minimum opening of 6" and a minimum depth of 5 3/4" measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Pockets shall be stitched, turned, and re-stitched. Pocket facings shall be made of the basic fabric and shall be a minimum of 3" in width.  
 Hip Pockets:  Shall have a minimum opening of 5 1/2" and a minimum depth of 5 3/4 measured from the bottom of the pocket opening.  Hip pockets shall be a double welt construction with no top stitching.  The corners welts shall be bar tacked. The left hip pocket shall have a button and tab closure.  Pocket bag shall be constructed of lining fabric and shall extend into waistband seam to prevent sagging.         
Waistband:  Trousers shall be made with a continuous closed waistband.  Waistband shall be designed to keep shirt neatly tucked in and provide stretch and support as well as prevent roll-over.  The waistband shall have a finished width of 2" with a 2 1/2" interlined waistband curtain and a crush proof hook and eye closure. Hook and eye shall be reinforced with stays made of a non-woven fabric and anchored by the topstitching.  Raw edges of waistband shall not show under waistband curtain.  The waistband shall be topstitched below the waistband seam.  In the performance stretch waistband, the upper and lower portion of the band should perform different functions.  The upper portion should allow a comfort fit at the waist when bending or sitting, and maintain a crisp, clean appearance at the outer waistband.  This part of the band should have a minimum 10% stretch and be firm enough to prevent waistband roll-over.  The bottom portion of the waistband stretches over the hip to give support to the lower back and abdomen.  In addition, this high stretch portion of the band should constantly be pressed up by the hips, preventing the slack from slipping down while being worn, even if heavy keys and change or other items are carried in the pockets or on the belt.  The three (3) rubberized strands ensure that shirts stay tucked in for neat appearance.
Fly:  Trouser shall have a mental memory lock zipper.  There shall be a buttonhole on the inside right fly.  The right fly shall be lined with the same fabric as the waistband curtain and pockets.  The fly lining shall be sewn to the left fly below the zipper in a neat and durable manner.  A button shall be located on the left fly corresponding with the buttonhole.  There shall be a firm straight bar tack at the bottom of the 
fly going through the zipper tape.  Zipper tape shall match trouser color.
Belt Loops:  There shall be a minimum of 7 belt loops 1" in width of double thickness.  Each loop shall have a non-woven interlining. Flaps: Die creased and scalloped, finishing 5½” in width, 2¾” in length at the center and 2½” at each side.  Flaps are placed with a ¼” space between pocket and flap and have one centered buttonhole.  Each flap has a pencil opening 1⅜" in width. Woven loop fastener ½” wide and 1" long is placed on edges of each lap to secure woven hook fastener placed on pockets.  Flaps have crease interlining
Badge Tab: Inside sling type of self-goods approximately 1" wide to extend from joining seam to pocket of left front.  To have two small, uncut buttonholes 1-½” apart with the lower buttonhole 1” above the flap.

Epaulets: Sewn into sleeve head seam and measure approximately 1-⅞" tapering to 1-½” with end pointed. Epaulets are set approximately 1" from the collar seam.  They are box-stitched to shoulders with a row of X-stitching 2-½” from sleeve head and diagonally sewn from each end of the seam to the sleeve.  Epaulets are die creased and have crease interlining.  The epaulets have a buttonhole at the pointed end.  A sewn eyelet with ⅛” cut is sewn on each shoulder, corresponding to the location of the buttonhole on the epaulet, to accommodate the attachment of a 24-ligne metal button.  A protective fabric strip, open on both sides and sewn down at each end, is sewn on the inside of the shoulder underneath the eyelets.  There are no buttons on the epaulets.
Emblems: An Indiana Department of Natural Resources Conservation Officer emblem is sewn on each sleeve, ½” below the shoulder seam.

Shirt Labeling: Each garment is identified by permanent size tag, style number, cut number, manufacturer's RN number and country of origin.  The care and content label is located in the tail of the garment.

Button: Polyester buttons dyed to match the fabric color. 19-ligne buttons on the collar band and sleeve plackets, and 23-ligne button at the bottom of the right front.

Packaging: Shirts are poly bagged individually.
LINE ITEM #22 - IDNR (LE) - SHIRT, DRESS, LONG SLEEVE, FEMALE, FORESTRY GREEN #933389 

Fabric: Burlington Style 573 or approved equal

 55% Dacron® polyester/45% worsted wool. 11.0 – 11.5 oz. per linear yard, three-ply 
plain weave. Style Number HX1256 or approved equal.
Color:  Forestry Green shade number 93389.

Creasing: Pocket flaps, collar band and epaulets are die creased to give uniform shape and size.  There are two sewn in permanent military creases in front and three in back.
Front: The right front has a self-fabric center pleat 1-⅜” wide extending from the collar band to the bottom of the shirt.  It has two rows of stitching ⅞" apart.  The center pleat is interlined with 100% polyester, 250 denier and has six buttonholes.  The top buttonhole is located 3⅛” below the buttonhole on the collar band, and the remaining buttonholes are spaced 3” apart.  A 14” nylon separating zipper is sewn between the left and right fronts underneath the second through the fifth buttonholes.  The left front has a 2” turn-back facing, one eyelet with ⅛” cut above the zipper to accommodate the attachment of a 24-ligne metal button, and one 23-ligne polyester button below the zipper.
Collar: Banded collar.  The back of the stand measures 1½”.  The points are 3" in length and top stitched 3/16" from the edge.  The interlinings are 100% polyester, 250 denier.  The inside collar band body fabric is 100% polyester satin with crease interlining.  Permanent collar stays of proper length are fused or sewn inside collar so that no stitches are made through the bottom leaf.  The stand fastens with one button.
Yoke: Two piece yoke lined on the inside with 100% polyester satin.  Back of the yoke is topstitched 1/16".
Sleeves: Each sleeve has two plackets.  The bottom placket is ½” wide and has a button centered in the vent opening.  The top placket extends into the half moon shaped banjo elbow patch, which measures approximately 5" at the side seam tapering down into the placket.  The sleeve setting and closing are sewn with an over edge and safety stitch.  Cuffs are 2¾” wide and have ¼” topstitching on the edge.  Cuffs have two buttonholes and two eyelets with ⅛” cut for attachment of 24-ligne metal buttons. A protective fabric strip, open on both sides and sewn down at each end, is sewn on the inside of the cuffs underneath the eyelets.  Cuffs are interlined. There are no buttons on the cuffs.

Pockets:Two breast pockets finishing 5⅜" wide and 5¾” long with mitered corners.  Both pockets have a 1½” box-pleat stitched top and bottom to prevent spreading.  A 1¼” concealed pencil stall is sewn inside each pocket. Woven hook fastener ½” wide and 1" long is placed on each pocket to secure woven loop fastener placed on each flap.  There are no buttons on the pockets.

Flaps: Die creased and scalloped, finishing 5½” in width, 2¾” in length at the center and 2½” at each side.  Flaps are placed with a ¼” space between pocket and flap and have one centered buttonhole.  Each flap has a pencil opening 1⅜" in width. Woven loop fastener ½” wide and 1" long is placed on edges of each flap to secure woven hook fastener placed on pockets.  Flaps have crease interlining.

Badge Tab: Inside sling type of self-goods approximately 1" wide to extend from joining seam to pocket of left front.  To have two small, uncut buttonholes 1½” apart with the lower buttonhole 1” above the flap.

Epaulets: Sewn into sleeve head seam and measure approximately 1⅞" tapering to 1½” with end pointed. Epaulets are set approximately 1" from the collar seam.  They are box-stitched to shoulders with a row of X-stitching 2½” from sleeve head and diagonally sewn from each end of the seam to the sleeve.  Epaulets are die creased and have crease interlining.  The epaulets have a buttonhole at the pointed end.  A sewn eyelet with ⅛” cut is sewn on each shoulder, corresponding to the location of the buttonhole on the epaulet, to accommodate the attachment of a 24-ligne metal button.  A protective fabric strip, open on both sides and sewn down at each end, is sewn on the inside of the shoulder underneath the eyelets.  There are no buttons on the epaulets.

Emblems: An Indiana Department of Natural Resources Conservation Officer emblem is sewn on each sleeve, ½” below the shoulder seam.

Shirt Labeling: Each garment is identified by permanent size tag, style number, cut number, manufacturer's RN number and country of origin.  The care and content label is located in the tail of the garment.

Buttons: Polyester buttons dyed to match the fabric color. 19-ligne buttons on the collar band and sleeve plackets, and 23-ligne button at the bottom of the right front.

Packaging: Shirts are poly bagged individually.
LINE ITEM #23 & 24- IDNR (PROPERTY) – SHIRT, DRESS, SHORT SLEEVE, MALE & FEMALE, SILVER TAN

Fabric: Poplin Weave 65% Dacron Polyester/35% Combed Cotton

 Weight :  4.0 to 4.25 per sq.yd.

 Construction:  104 warp yarns and 54 filling yarns per sq. inch.

 Fabric shall be treated for stain resistance.

Color:  Silver Tan
Design:  Short sleeve, coat shirt with a full-length tail and form fitting.  The shirt shall have two outside breast pockets, scalloped flaps with one button each and full badge sling and should straps.  Back shall have a double yoke.

Collar: Collar shall be die cut, interlined with 100% polyester and topstitched.  Permanent collar stays of proper length, no stitching shall show through the bottom leaf of the collar.  

Should Straps:  Shoulder straps measuring approximately 1-⅞" tapering to 1-½” with a pointed end sewn into the sleeve-head. Shoulder straps shall be set approximately 1” from collar seam and box-stitched to shoulder with a row of cross stitching approximately 2” from sleeve head.  Should straps shall be die cut, creased and lined. 

Pockets: Two breast pockets with 1 1/4" stitched pleats; measuring approximately 5 5/8" wide and 6" deep with mitered corners.  Left breast pocket shall have pencil opening.  Each pocket shall have hook and loop tape positioned on both edges of the pocket to correspond with outer scalloped flap points and one button centered on pocket.

Flaps: Deep scalloped design die cut, creased and secured to shirtfront 1/4" above pocket with one centered buttonhole.  Left pocket flap shall have pencil opening.  Flaps shall be die cut, creased, and topstitched.  Under side of flap shall have hook and loop tape positioned on outer points of both pocket flaps.  Both flaps shall be interlined.  

 Sleeves:  Short straight sleeves, one-piece construction, 3/4" hem, finished length approximately 9" from shoulder seams.

Creasing: Pockets, flaps, collar band, and shoulder straps shall be die creased to give uniform shape and size.  All shirts shall have sharp military creases.  One crease on each front shall be centered vertically through pockets and flaps.  Three creases on back and spaced proportionately to the size of the shirt.

Cuffs:  Cuffs shall be approximately 2 1/2" wide and two buttons with corresponding buttonholes.  Both cuffs shall be interlined with 100% cotton and topstitched.

Buttons:  First grade, pearlescent plastic shall match fabric.

Emblems:  DNR embroidery patch and appropriate division tab shall be sewn on left shoulder. 

Finishing:  Collars, flaps, and shoulder straps shall be made by conventional construction methods, stitched, turned, and topstitched.  Single needle throughout and topstitched sleeves and side seams flat-felled and stitched.  All sewing threads shall be colorfast polyester core, polyester wrap and shall match fabric.

Labels:  Neck Size, style, and cut number shall be permanently stamped inside collar band.  A permanent size, fabric content, care label shall be sewn inside the shirt. 

LINE ITEM #25 & 26 - IDNR (PROPERTY) – SHIRT, DRESS, LONG SLEEVE, MALE & FEMALE, SILVER TAN
Fabric: Poplin Weave 65% Dacron Polyester/35% Combed Cotton

 Weight:  4.0 to 4.25 per sq.yd.

 Construction:  104 warp yarns and 54 filling yarns per sq. inch.

 Fabric shall be treated for stain resistance.
Color:  Silver Tan
Design:  Banded collar, long sleeve with barrel cuffs, coat shirt, with full length tail and form fitting.  The shirt shall have two outside breast pockets with scalloped flaps having one button each, full badge sling and shoulder straps.  Back shall have a double yoke.
Collar: Collar stand shall measure 1-1/2" at rear.  Collar shall be die cut, interlined with 100% polyester and topstitched.  Permanent collar stays of proper length, no stitching shall show through the bottom leaf of the collar.  Inside collar band shall be bias cut of self fabric.  Collar stand shall fasten with one button.

Should Straps:  Shoulder straps measuring approximately 1-⅞" tapering to 1-½” with a pointed end sewn into the sleeve-head. Shoulder straps shall be set approximately 1” from collar seam and box-stitched to shoulder with a row of cross stitching approximately 2” from sleeve head.  Should straps shall be die cut, creased and lined. 
Pockets: Two breast pockets with 1- 1/4" stitched pleats; measuring approximately 5- 5/8" wide and 6" deep with mitered corners.  Left breast pocket shall have pencil opening.  Each pocket shall have hook and loop tape positioned on both edges of the pocket to correspond with outer scalloped flap points and one centered button.
Flaps: Deep scalloped design die cut, creased and secured to shirtfront 1/4" above pocket with one centered buttonhole.  Left pocket flap shall have pencil opening.  Flaps shall be die cut, creased, and topstitched.  Under side of flap shall have hook and loop tape positioned on outer points of both pocket flaps.  Both flaps shall be interlined.  

Sleeves:  Sleeves shall be long, set-in, straight width, no bias, one-piece shaped head with one button placket and cuffs. 
Creasing: Pockets, flaps, collar band, and shoulder straps shall be die creased to give uniform shape and size.  All shirts shall have sharp military creases.  One crease on each front shall be centered vertically through pockets and flaps.  Three creases on back and spaced proportionately to the size of the shirt.
Cuffs:  Cuffs shall be approximately 2 1/2" wide and two buttons with corresponding buttonholes.  Both cuffs shall be interlined with 100% cotton and topstitched.
Buttons:  First grade, pearlescent plastic shall match fabric.

Emblems:  DNR embroidery patch and appropriate division tab shall be sewn on left shoulder. 

Finishing:  Collars, flaps, and shoulder straps shall be made by conventional construction methods, stitched, turned, and topstitched.  Single needle throughout and topstitched sleeves and side seams flat-felled and stitched.  All sewing threads shall be colorfast polyester core, polyester wrap and shall match fabric.
