Summary of Changes:

This addendum is to inform respondents of changes to the RFP as follows:
1. The RFP document, Section 1.2 has been updated to reflect the following: 
Old Language:

The successful implementation of drug and alcohol testing services at the Indiana Government Center as specified in the contract resulting from this RFP
New Language:

The successful implementation of drug and alcohol testing services statewide as specified in the contract resulting from this RFP

2. The RFP document, Section 1.4.1 has been updated to reflect the following: 

Old Language:

The State Personnel Department (SPD) spent $224,499.00 on urine drug testing and alcohol testing services in calendar year 2015. SPD uses their current urine drug testing and breath alcohol testing services contract to test all other agencies and Department of Child Services (DCS) clients for THC, cocaine, amphetamines, opiates, PCP, and alcohol with 5-panel urine drug tests and breath alcohol tests. 

New Language:

The State Personnel Department (SPD) spent $224,499.00 on urine drug testing and alcohol testing services in calendar year 2015. SPD uses their current urine drug testing and breath alcohol testing services contract to test employees in many state agencies for THC, cocaine, amphetamines, opiates, PCP, and alcohol with 5-panel urine drug tests and breath alcohol tests. 

3. The RFP document, Section 1.4.4 has been updated to reflect the following:    

Old Language:
The vendor shall provide a minimum of one collection site within each of the ninety-two (92) State counties, and a minimum of one collection site within a twenty (20) mile radius of each IDOC and DWD facility. Each collection site shall perform collections during normal business hours, 9 AM until 5 PM, Monday through Friday. If no collection site meeting these criteria exists within this radius, this deficiency must be disclosed in your proposal, along with a proposed solution for the provision of services to the areas affected.  The State will determine if the proposed solution is acceptable.
New Language:

The vendor shall provide a minimum of one collection site within each county or, if one is not available in each county, then one in a contiguous county must be provided, and a minimum of one collection site within a twenty (20) mile radius of each IDOC and DWD facility. At least one collection site near a facility operated by IDOC or FSSA shall provide testing on a 24 hours / 7 days a week basis for the testing of employees with non-traditional work schedules. If no collection site meeting these criteria exists within this radius, this deficiency must be disclosed in your proposal, along with a proposed solution for the provision of services to the areas affected.  The State will determine if the proposed solution is acceptable.

4. The RFP document, Section 1.4.4 has been updated to reflect the following:
Old Language:

The vendor shall follow and provide legally correct chain of custody forms, including proper identification of samples and all other necessary forms. The vendor shall retain these forms for the life of the contract. Upon State request copies of any or all forms shall be provided to the State at no additional cost.

New Language:

The vendor shall follow and provide legally correct chain of custody forms, including proper identification of samples and all other necessary forms. The vendor shall retain these forms for three years or the length of time required by DOT regulations, whichever is longer. Upon State request copies of any or all forms shall be provided to the State at no additional cost.

5. The RFP document, Section 1.7 has been updated to reflect the following:
Old Language:
All proposals must be received at the address below by the Procurement Division no later than 3:00 p.m. Eastern Time on September 23rd, 2016. Each Respondent must submit one (1) original CD-ROM (marked "Original") and four (4) complete copies (marked “Copy”) on CD-ROM of the proposal, including the Transmittal Letter and other related documentation as required in this RFP. The original CD-ROM will be considered the official response in evaluating responses for scoring and protest resolution. 
New Language:

All proposals must be received at the address below by the Procurement Division no later than 3:00 p.m. Eastern Time on September 23rd, 2016. Each Respondent must submit one (1) original CD-ROM (marked "Original") and eight (8) complete copies (marked “Copy”) on CD-ROM of the proposal, including the Transmittal Letter and other related documentation as required in this RFP. The original CD-ROM will be considered the official response in evaluating responses for scoring and protest resolution. 
PLEASE NOTE: Any verbal response(s) given in the pre-proposal conference is not considered binding; respondents are encouraged to submit any question(s), asked during the pre-proposal conference, formally in writing if it affects the proposal that will be submitted to the state.
