Through this addendum, the contract resulting from this RFP will be viewed as a cooperative agreement and the vendor’s proposal, clarifications, BAFOs, etc. to the State of Indiana will be available to all interested States. 
Other states’ participation in the State of Indiana’s contract is not mandatory; however, it is the State of Indiana’s expectation that multiple states’ portfolios under the same program umbrella yield additional savings due to a larger equipment portfolio. Increased utilization significantly enhances the business opportunity for the winning vendor without having to participate in additional RFP processes individually with these states.   
At the time of this addendum, there is no participation commitment from any State. However, many States have expressed an interest. Vendors who agree to extend their proposal terms to other States will be highly favored by the evaluation team.
The State of Indiana is not responsible for the transactions between the vendor and other states.  All other states using the State of Indiana’s resulting contract are expected to follow the contractual terms and conditions specified in the agreement.  
In an effort to capture additional savings for a program portfolio that includes multiple states’ equipment, the State of Indiana has expanded the cost proposal to include additional tiers.  States participating in this resulting contract expect the minimum savings percentage of the program umbrella to be applied, which includes multiple states’ equipment portfolios. It is the State of Indiana’s expectation that the successful vendor will manage the volume tiers and apply the appropriate discount when necessary. If an error is found through State audits, the vendor will reimburse the affected State accordingly.
