System Interfaces

ICES will be modified to support the change in eligibility rules, pass a date-sensitive FPL indicator to AIM denoting the federal poverty level of each enrolled child’s family income, pass the new premium amounts to the premium vendor, and modify existing reports.
AIM will be modified to accept the FPL indicator and use it as defined by OMPP.

Premium vendor will make necessary changes to accommodate the new premium cells and issue premium invoices to members in the expansion group. 
IMPACT
With the expansion of CHIP to cover children 250 to 300 percent above the FPL, it is estimated that 3,500 individuals will enroll over 24 months.  This is an average of 146 new members per month.  The current PMPM net of premiums is about $140, which includes state and federal dollars.  Milliman Inc. estimates that the paid fiscal impact will be $1.5 million for state fiscal year (SFY) 2010, $4.8 million for SFY 2011 and $6.5 million for SFY 2012.  This includes state and federal dollars.  The figures for 2012 illustrate the full impact of the program and include two years of cost trend and enrollment trend costs.
