Step 3

The proposals that meet the Minimum Requirements will then be scored based on Criteria 3 2 and 4 3 ONLY.   This scoring will have a maximum possible score of 100 points.  All proposals will be ranked on the basis of their combined scores for Criteria 3 2 and 4 3 ONLY.  This ranking will be used to create a “short list”.  Any proposal not making the “short list” will not be considered for any further evaluation.

Step 3 2 may include one or more rounds of proposal discussions, oral presentations, clarifications, demonstrations, etc. focused on cost and other proposal elements.  Step 3 2 may include a second “short list”. 

If the State conducts additional rounds of discussions and a BAFO round which lead to changes in either the technical or cost proposal for the short listed Respondents, their scores will be recomputed.

Revised answer to Questions Number 50:

No. The BSDS will process Business Entity, UCC, Notary, TradeMark, and Authentications.  Of those five statutory duties, the BOS will facilitate only Business Entity.  In the BOS RFP and the BSD RFS, the solutions require a .NET platform and a service oriented architecture (SOA).  Furthermore, the BOS and the BSDS will integrate with one another through the use of an Enterprise Service Bus (ESB) which allows for systems utilizing different platforms and architectures to communicate with each other with the bulk of the effort happening within the ESB.
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
