“Indiana Risk Assessment: Project Update”

This presentation-based session provided information on the development of an Indiana Risk Assessment System. The Indiana Risk Assessment task Force, composed of community correction professionals, was formed to create an original public domain tool to assess risk of recidivism for juvenile and adult offenders. After the presentation, there was a brief question-and-answer session.

Take Away Messages:
· The Indiana Risk Assessment Task Force collaborated with the University of Cincinnati to develop an Indiana risk assessment tool based on the Ohio Risk Assessment system.
· The Indiana Task Force is currently in the process of gathering data on Adult offenders in 22 counties and juvenile offenders in 19 counties in Indiana.
· The Task Force plans to reconvene later in Fall 2009 in order to review the first set of research reports.
· In 2010, the Task Force plans to assess the accuracy of predicting recidivism as well as the efficiency of the instrument.
