ALERT Notification Service

The ALERT Notification Service provides citizens living near state correctional facilities with information via phone or cell phone regarding facility emergency situations or escapes.  Registrants will receive a phone call if an emergency situation or an escape occurs and then will be notified again when the situation is resolved.

Sex and Violent Offender Registry
The state’s Sex and Violent Offender Registry provides information on offenders required to register under IC 11-8-8-5.  Users of the system can search for offenders by entering addresses, cities, counties, or offender names.  For each search, users will be returned detailed offender descriptions and maps showing where offenders live, work, and attend school.

Indiana SAVIN 
The Indiana SAVIN network allows Indiana residents to receive real-time information about the custody status of offenders in all 92 counties. Users can register to be notified about an offender's placement, release, transfer, or other change. There is no cost to use the service and users can access the offender information by telephone or the Internet.

Offender Case Management System (OCMS)
The Offender Case Management System allows local justice professionals access to information on an offender’s incarceration including progress reports, risk and need assessments, and re-entry plans.
