PRESS RELEASE FOR FACT-FINDING HEARING

The Indiana Education Employment Relations Board ("IEERB") has requested the Michigan City Area Schools and the Michigan City Education Association to participate in a fact-finding hearing.  The purpose of fact-finding is to give a neutral advisory report to both parties who are unable by themselves to resolve their contract dispute.  This report is made public through the local media once it is officially released by the Indiana Education Employment Relations Board.  This case has been assigned Case No. F-06-07-4925.
Therefore, in accordance with Public Law 217 (Acts 1973), the public hearing for this case will be held on Tuesday, April 21, 2009, beginning at 5.00 p.m. local time at the Michigan City High School, Auditorium, 1 Wolf Trail, Michigan City, Indiana 46360. The Fact-Finder in this matter is Vicki E. Martin

IEERB was established by statute in 1973 to promote harmonious and cooperative relationships between public school teachers and the school corporations they serve, thereby improving education for all Hoosier children.  Among IEERB’s major functions are conciliation and mediation, fact finding, research, unit determination and representation, and unfair labor practice adjudication.
