The hearing for the cases is scheduled for Thursday, January 15, 2009, to commence at 10.00 a.m. CST at the School Administrative Building, located at 210 East Columbus Drive, East Chicago, Indiana. The IEERB Hearing Examiner who will preside at the hearing is Donald G. Russell.
Sometimes it becomes necessary to continue a case to a later date or the scheduled hearing does not occur because the case is settled by the parties.  It is a good idea to check with the parties or the IEERB before attending a hearing to determine if the scheduled hearing will actually take place.

Among IEERB’s major functions are conciliation and mediation, fact finding, research, unit determination and representation, and unfair labor practice adjudication.
