The hearing in this case is scheduled for Friday, October 16, 2009, to commence at 9.00 a.m. at the Public Hearing Room at Carmel Clay Schools Educational Services Center, located at 5201 East 131st, Street, Carmel Indiana. The IEERB Hearing Examiner who will preside at the hearing is Cynthia Stanley.
