8. Buy American Clause - American Iron, Steel, and Manufactured Goods
a) All procurement contracts will comply with Attachment A, and bid documents will inform bidders of such matters.

b) Prior to entering into a procurement contract all successful bidders will certify in the form as set forth in Attachment B to such matters, and bid documents will inform bidders of such matters.

c) Section 1605 of the federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) requires that none of the appropriated funds may be used for the construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair of a public building or public work unless all of the iron, steel, and manufactured goods used in the project is produced in the United States unless (a) a waiver is provided to the recipient by U.S. EPA (“EPA Waiver”) or (b) compliance would be inconsistent with United States obligations under international agreements. In order to receive an EPA Waiver, the SRF Applicant or the State must send a written request to EPA.

i. The requirement is inconsistent with the public interest for purposes of the project for which a waiver has been requested,

ii. Iron, steel, and necessary manufactured goods are not produced in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available quantities and of a satisfactory quality, and

iii. Inclusion of iron, steel, and manufactured goods produced in the United States will increase the overall cost of the project by more than 25 percent.

If an EPA Waiver is granted by the Administrator, EPA will publish such waiver, with a sufficient explanation, in the Federal Register. Additionally clause a. and b. above (and the related Attachment 1 and 2) would not apply to such waived portion of the project procurement.

9. Davis-Bacon Act (and related laws and regulations).

a) Engineer will fully cooperate with any consultant retained by SRF to assist Engineer in verifying compliance with the Davis-Bacon Act and related laws and regulations. 

b) A copy of the applicable Davis-Bacon wage determination will be included in all contracts and subcontracts for work.

c)  A copy of the wage determination and the Davis-Bacon poster (WH-1321) will be posted at all times by the contractor and subcontractors at the Project site in a prominent and accessible place where it can be easily seen by workers.

d) All contractors and subcontractors working on the SRF Project will agree to complete and submit Certified Weekly Payrolls to the SRF Participant and to SRF, or any consultant retained by SRF for the purpose of labor standards and job reporting services. Certified Weekly Payrolls will be prepared and submitted using Form WH-347 (attached as Attachment C) or in an equivalent format.

e) All contracts and subcontracts for work will include terms and conditions similar to those provided in Attachment D.

f) All contracts and subcontracts for work will include terms and conditions similar to those provided in Attachment E.  A copy of the Davis-Bacon Wage/Fringe Benefit Certification form to be completed and submitted by each Contractor and Subcontractor is included with Attachment F.
10. Suspension and Debarment.  All contracts and subcontracts for work will include terms and conditions similar to those provided in Attachment G. 

11. Protection of Whistleblowers.  All contracts and subcontracts for work will include terms and conditions similar to those provided in Attachment H. 

12. Section 1512 Reporting.  All contractors and subcontractors will be required to obtain a DUNS number (or update existing DUNS record).

13. False Claims.  Engineer will promptly refer to SRF and an appropriate inspector general any credible evidence that a principal, employee, agent, contractor, sub-grantee, subcontractor or other person has submitted a false claim under the False Claims Act or has committed a criminal or civil violation of laws pertaining to fraud, conflict of interest, bribery, gratuity, or similar misconduct of any funds for the Project.

14. Resource Conservation and Recovery Act.  The Project will comply with Section 6002 of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (“RCRA”) and the regulations at 40 CFR Part 247, “Comprehensive Procurement Guidelines for Products Containing Recovered Materials.”  The objectives of Section 6002 of RCRA may be achieved by adhering to the guidelines and recommendations in 40 CFR Part 247 and the EPA’s Recovered Materials Advisory Notices.  All contracts between SRF Applicant and any contractor or supplier for work or materials will include terms and conditions similar to those provided in Attachment I.
