Sullivan Solves CSO Problems

Sullivan’s new CS(storagefacility.

Sullivan is a small city with big wastewatezedls. Sullivan
is a Combined Sewer Overflow (CSO) community tmaated
its wastewater with a lagoon system. This systemaine
outdated and unable to meet its wastewater needtva®
approached the Wastewater SRF Loan Program assidared
constructing a new wastewater treatment plant.

This fall, Sullivan will substantially compket the
construction of a new mechanical wastewater treatrfeeility
capable of treating an average daily flow of 2.1liam gallons
per day (MGD) and daily peak flow of 5.25 MGD. Tpmject
will also convert their existing lagoons into CS@rage for
approximately 39.6 million gallons. The Wastewa®&tF Loan
Program provided a $7 Million loan, which over 2@ year life
of the loan will provide $1,258,636 in interesteravings when
compared to an open market loan.

Timely use of Funds in Brookston, Indiana

Brookston’s new pressure filtration un

At over 40 years old, the Brookston water tiret plant had
many needs: corrosion had caused some componeits taken
out of service, the electrical equipment was o@daind the plant
layout made operation difficult. In addition, ttreatment plant had
no back up power. The town also identified someewatains that
needed replaced due to age and some dead endseteatausing
flow and pressure issues.

In response, Brookston closed a $1.37 millimnking Water
SRF Loan and received a grant through the IndiaffeceOof
Community and Rural Affairs to construct a new Gfflon per
minute water filtration plant, replace and loop ah4d,600 feet of
water main, and install a back up generator. Theggovements
were imperative for the town to continue produaipglity drinking
water. The Drinking Water SRF Loan Program also rde
Brookston a Small System Technical Assistance Fgraht of
$25,000 for planning and design costs.

Most impressively, the town closed its SRF @ the end of
May 2007 and had the project bid, constructed arabtantially
completed by October 2007 — a very timely use ofifu
