As Indiana’s Clean Water Needs Survey (CWNS) Co-Coordinators we are seeking your assistance in providing documentation of Point Source (PS) and Non-Point Source (NPS) projects for the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) 2008 Clean Watersheds Needs Survey (CWNS).  Your assistance is critical in documenting the twenty-year State of Indiana Needs for Federal funding of the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) program.  


The CWNS is required per Section 516 of the Clean Water Act (CWA) and is conducted every four years by the States and USEPA.  The purpose of the CWNS is to assess the PS and NPS water pollution abatement of protection project.   The United States Congress may in the future use the CWNS data to determine the Federal Allocation of funds to States, hence the importance of the information you provide.


We want to identify as many water quality needs as possible, so if you have a project, or potential project, please call to discuss.  If you have a project listed on the 2008 CWSRF Intended Use Plan, you do not have to submit documentation for that project.  Your communities reported 2004 survey needs are included for your reference.  Please use this as a guide for the completion of the current survey.   

Enclosed for your review is the 2008 CWNS FACT SHEET that provides CWNS background information, eligible participants and projects, schedule, and contact information.  Additional reference materials are available at www.srf.in.gov to assist you in identifying your capital needs and costs.  You will also be able to enter the EPA web site at http://www.epa.gov/cwns/ to enter information for your community.  This will allow you to upload PDF documentation as noted on the web site. The Indiana State Revolving Fund Loan Program is providing you a packet of information related to the CWNS.  If possible please send all needs and cost documentation to:  SRF Loan Program 100 N.
