The Underground Plant Protection Advisory Committee (UPPAC) provides penalty recommendations to the Indiana
Utility Regulatory Commission (IURC) regarding findings of violations of the excavation damages statute, Indiana Code
chapter 8-1-26. UPPAC members are Governor appointees, who are required by statute to be representatives of various
stakeholders in this process, including utility and excavation companies who are often parties in excavation damages
cases. In compliance with Indiana Code § 4-2-6-9, UPPAC members who are employees of a party in a case have
abstained from the discussion and voting on penalty recommendations that could involve their empioyer. On June 9,
