Errors in APR Example

Part 2
1) No narrative included in the report

2) In section F, Chart 2, the cumulative number of households reported in lines a-c (88) did not equal the number reported in line 1 (85).  

Part 3A


Section 1:

1) The cumulative total of Chart c (174) equaled more than was reported in Chart a (156)

Section 2:

1) Cumulative total of Chart b (207) equaled more than was reported in Chart a (204)

2) Cumulative total of first column of Chart c (183) equaled less than what was reported in Chart a (204)

Section 3:

1) Cumulative total of Chart (204) equaled more than what was reported in Section 2, Chart a, Line 1 (156)

Part 3B

1) No errors

Part 3C

1) Number of Households reported as receiving Permanent Housing Assistance (25) equaled more than the total reported in Part 3B, Chart 1 (24)

2) The grantee reported 6 duplicated households in line 5, which lowered the number of households served to 151, this equals less than the total number of households reported as being served in Part 3A, Section 1, Chart a (156). The number of households served cannot be lower than the total number of households reported as being served overall.

3) The number of households reported as “Households in permanent housing facilities developed with capital funds, and placed in service during the operating year” in Line 3a was 14, and no additional units were reported in Line 7, but in Part 3B, Chart 1, 19 units of housing were reported as under development during the year. Therefore 5 units of housing are missing from Part 3C.
4) In lines 11 & 15, duplicated households were reported, but households were only reported in line 10a. Duplicated households only pertain to households that switch types of a specific service (ex. a household that moved from STRMU to TBRA, both services were Housing Assistance services), not the number of households being served by multiple types of services at once (ex. a household that receives TBRA and supportive services; one is Housing Assistance, the other is Supportive Services).

5) Households were reported as receiving Housing Information Services (Line 13), but no expenditures were reported.

6) The amount of administration expenditures reported in lines 20 & 21 was more than 3% and 7% of the yearly expenditures. While this is not an out and out error, it may be a red flag if combined with the other two years’ expenditures are more than the allowed percentage of the total grant.

7) The totals from this portion of the report do not add-up to what was reported cumulatively by the Project Sponsors in Part 5.

Part 4


Section 1:

1) The number of households reported in the TBRA, Permanent Supportive Housing Facilities/Units, & Transitional/Short-term Support Facilities/Units lines, column 1 is more than the total number of households reported as being served with those types of housing assistance in Part 3B, Chart1.

2) The combined number of households reported in columns 2 & 3 in the TBRA & Permanent Supportive Housing Facilities/Units lines was more than was reported in column 1 of each line.

3) The number of households reported in column 3 of the Transitional/Short-term Support Facilities/Units line was less than the number reported in column 1 of that line.

Section 2:

1) The number of households reported as having been served with STRMU in column 1 was more than what was reported in Part 3B, Chart1.
2) The total cumulative number of households reported in column 2 was less than what was reported in column 1.

Section 3:

1) No errors

Part 5A

1) The Project Sponsors’ EIN or TIN numbers were not reported

2) The first Project Sponsor seems like it might be a Faith-based Organization, however the Faith-based Organization box was not checked at the bottom. While this is not necessarily an error, it will have to be followed-up on at a later date.

Part 5B
1) None of the Project Sponsors that were reported in Part 5 reported serving households with TBRA or STRMU, but in Part 3C households were reported as receiving these types of housing assistance. What organization then assisted those households?
Part 5C

1) The second Project Sponsor reported in this section, and reported that 25 units had been developed with HOPWA funds, but in Part 3B, Chart 1, only 19 units were reported, in Part 3C, 14 households in permanent housing facilities developed with capital funds, and placed in service during the operating year were reported, and in Part 5C, Chart 2b, 25 units were reported as being operated during the year.
2) In Chart 3, the number of households reported (11) was less than the number reported in Part 3C (14), and the number of units reported in Chart 2b (25).

Part 5D

1) The first Project Sponsor reported households receiving supportive services and Housing Information Services, but no related expenditures. Even if the supportive services and Housing Information Services costs are tied to the Housing Assistance that each household received, the expenditures for those types of assistance need to be reported.
2) The first Project Sponsor also reported 53 duplicated households in line 19, but households were only reported in line 17. Same issue as in Part 3C.

3) The second Project Sponsor reported a total of 25 households having been served with Supportive Services, but did not report duplicated households, and the cumulative total of the number of households reported in lines 1 – 14 equaled 61.

4) The second Project Sponsor reported households receiving supportive services, but no related expenditures.

Part 5- General

1) The cumulative totals of expenditures reported by the Project Sponsors in Part 5 did not equal the amount of expenditures reported in Part 3C. In addition, as mentioned above, neither of the Project Sponsors listed reported providing TBRA or STRMU assistance, but in Part 3C, households were reported as receiving those types of Housing Assistance. Finally, the cumulative number of households served with Supportive Services and Housing Information Services by the Project Sponsors reported, did not equal the number of households reported in Part 3C. Therefore, there is Project Sponsor data missing in this report.
