PAVEMENT HISTORY & ADA COMPLIANCE

The crown of the road is in poor condition. There are numerous longitudinal cracks and some ruts in the crown. Some of the crown has been patched.
In certain areas, a 3'-4' wide patching has also been done along the outer pavement edges. There is evidence of numerous pavement buckling of the
base concrete, where the existing asphalt had to be milled. Overall the road exhibits a rough ride. From Ferry Road to Five Oaks Road, the pavement
width is 18'. The remaining paved width is at least 20’ from Five Oaks Road to Williams Road. From approximately 1.6 miles to 2.1 miles north of Ferry|
Road, only the northbound lane has been widened. Therefore, the total paved with is 20", however the NB lane is 11" wide and the SB lane only 9" in
width. There are no sidewalks or curbs along the project.

PROJECT AREA OBSERVATIONS (Bridges, utilities, alignment, school zones, land use, etc.)

Overhead electric lines run along one side of the road. From Williams Road and continuing north, the road has recently been overlaid and striped. The|
land use is almost entirely farmed fields or farming operations. The terrain is level and the alignment curvy.

COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The recommendation is to overlay the road with 1.5" of asphalt. Milled joints at each project end will be necessary. In the sections of road where the

width is just 18, no widening is to be done. Since other portions of Sixth Street Road to the north have been striped, the segment of this project
should be striped as well.
